" The Concealed Weapon Law
Tt was stated in our Raleigh cor-
respondence yestérday that Attor-
ney General Walser in his report
to the Legislature will recommend
that the carrying of concealed:
weapons be made a felony instead
of a misdemeanor. If anything at
all is done with that law it should,
instead of being made more strin-
gent, be repealed. Its practical
results are exactly the contrary of
those intended. It disarms the law
abiding eitizen and leaves him at
the mercy of thelawless. Thereis
no person who is criminal at heart
who pays the slightest heed to it,
it restrains none of thisclass. But
above and beyond that, it violates
the spirit of our institutions. Itis
no more the business of the law to
say that a man shall not carry a
pistol in his pocket than it is to
say that he shall not carry an
irish potato. It has the right to
hold him responsible for its im-
proper use, but it is not right to
punish him for the mere having of
it. His right to haveit is a natur-
al right and the law forbidding his
-arrying it is an unwarrantable in-
vasion of his personal liberty, This
liberty has been too far invaded
when the citizen is forbidden to
carry his pistol and doing soisa
misdemeanor. The Legislature will
hardly hear a suggestion that the
offence be made a felony.—Char-
lotte Observer.

The Government Crediting the
Claimsof States on Old Ac-
counts. :

The Comptrollerof the Treasury
today settled the claim of Virginia
for £3.000 for money expended in
'fitting out troops for the late war
by giving the State credit for that
amount on what it owes the nation-
al government.  Virginia State
bonds are held by the government
to the amount of $393,000, which
'the State has long owed the gov-
lernment. Consequently when it
presented the bill for ¥3,000 the
Comptroller seized the opportunity
to partly cancel the State’s obliga-
tion by erediting it with that
amount, leaving $590,000 still due.
Other States owe money to the gen-
eral government in sums running
from a few thousand to a half mil-
lion. Among them are North Car-
olina, Arkansas, South Carolina,
Florida, Tennessee and Texas, the
‘entire indebtedness, including that
of Virginia, being %1,085,000,
When these States send in their
hills they will be paid in the same
manner as Virginia.—Washington
Dispatch, 21st. :

METHODS BY WHICH ITS KNOTS PER
HOUR ARE MEASURED.

An Interesting Description of the
Mechanism and Use of the Log, With
a Truthful Red Ses Shark Story At-
tachment,

“How do you ascertain the speed of
a vessel?’’ is a question frequently ad-
dressed to naval men, and an explana-
tion will therefore probably be of inter-
est to many readers. There are several
methods, the commonest and most an-
cient being by the use of the ‘‘log.”
This instrument consists of three parts
—the logship, the liue and the marks.
The logship is'a piecc of wood ahout
half an inch thick and shaped like a
quadrant, with a piece of lead let in
round the circular edge to make it float
perpendicularly in the water. Itissiung
by lines at each angle, the three lines
being joined together about two feet
from the logship. Two of the lines are
securely fixed to the ehi> av« the other
has a bone peg .t tho c.d, which, being
pushed into a hole in the ship, tempo-
rarily fastens it there

From the point of junoturo of the three
lines a sufficient length is measured,

generally about 100 feet, to take the |

logship well clear of the ship's wash.
This is called the ‘‘stray line’’ and is
marked with a piece of bunting. From
the bunting is measured 47 feet 3
inches, and the line marked here with
a piece of leather. Thenanother 47 feet
8 inches is measured off and marked
with two knots, then another space
the samo length, and marked with
three knots, and so on as far as seven
knots. ‘Halfway between each batch of
knots one single knot is made. The log
line is then ready for use.

The space between the knots is found
from the simple little rule of three sum:
As 3,600 seconds (number of seconds in
an hour), 28 seconds (length of sand-
glass), 6,080 feet (number of feet in a
nautical mile); length of line required
—which works out to 47 feet 3 inches.

To use the log four persons are re-
quired—two men to hold the reel op
which the line is wound; the quarter-
master, to bold tho glass, and the mid-
shipman of the watch, to heave the log.
The last named puts the peg firmly in
the logship and then gathers threo or

| four coils of line in his hand, sufficient

to admit of tho logship being thrown
well clear of the ship.
