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MEMORIAL BAPTIST CHURCH

P

Some History of Early Baptists
in Pitt County and of the
Greenville Church.

P

There is no written record con-
erning the organization of the
Baptist church in Greenville save
the statement in an old deed in
Book H. H., page 98 of the rec-
ords of Pitt county, that the church
was constituted July 2nd, 1827,
This deed bears date of Sept. 10th,
1832, was for the lot on which the
present Memorial church stands,
and was from Joe B. Judkins to
Redding S. Blount, a Trustee of the
church. JInanother deed on page
99 of the same book, dated April
26, 1836, Redding 5. Blount trans-
ferred the lot to David Lawrence,
-a Trustee of the church. v
There is no other recorded histo-
1y of the early years of the church.
It is known that Mr. David Law+
rence was for many years clerk of
the church, and when his home
was burned in 1866 the church con-
ference books containing all records
were destroyed. New records had
to be started and were kept throggh
thirty years, when in 1895 the
home of Mr. L. W. Lawrence, who
was then and is now clerk of the
church, was burned and all records
were again destroyed.

From an authentic source we
learn that Rev. Thos. D. Mason
was the first man known to be set-
tled as pastor of the church. He
was here in 1827, thé year in which
the old deed above referred to says
the church was organized, hence
must have been the first pastor.
He was present and took part in
the organization of the Baptist
State Convention here in 1830.
Soon afterwards he moved away.
Prior to this, and as far back as
“the middle of the eighteenth cen-
tury, 1755, the Baptists were estab-
lished in Pitt county. Rhame, No-
ble and Joseph Parker, were among
the early preachers. John Wing-
field (now Winfield) settled on
North creek, in Beaufort county,
about 1730, and he traveled into
Pitt county and preached some-
times. In 1756 Dr. McAden, the
first Presbyterian missionary 'to
visit North Carolina, preached for
the Baptists at Red Banks. Great
Swamp, four miles from Greenville
is probably the oldest Baptist
church in this section, Greenville
coming next and then Tranter’s
creek. Great Swamp and Tran-
ter’s creek are now Primitive Bap-
tist churches.

It is not known how long it was
. afterthe organization of the church
~ pefore a house of worship was

Carrick was pastor
of the church for ten years,.and it
was largely through his efforts thaf
the old wooden house of worship
(now used by Hickory Hill Baptist
church, colored) was supplanted by
the handsome brick memorial
building we have here today.
This beautiful and substantial
house was built as a memorial to
the organization of the State Con

vention here. Work on the build-
ing was begun in June, 1883, and
the basement was completed so
that the first service could be held
in it in June, 1884. During the
progress of that portion of the
work the congregation worshipped
in the Court House. From 1884
to the completion of the building
in 1890, all the services of the
church were held in the basement.
In October, 1890, the Tar River
Association met here and on Sun-
day, 12th, the memorial building
was dedicated. Dr.T. H. Pritch-

North Carolina - Internal Reve= ‘
nue Statistics.

Washington, Dec. 3.—Statistices,
are very dry reading, but it is ()uly!
by presenting them that North |
Carolina’s position as a contribu-
tor to the government’s revenue
can be shown. As a contributor to
the internal revenue she ranks
twelfth in the list of States, and
among the Southern. States only
Maryland and. Virginia excel
her. She contributed %3,250,213
during the past fiscal year.

Notwithstanding this large con-
tribution to the goveinment’s rev-
enue, North Carolina had next to
Georgia, had more illicit stills seiz-
ed and destroyed than any other
State. They numbered 557, of
‘which 219 were seized in the Fourth
and 338 in the Fifth distriets. It
cost to make these seizures $11,850
and the value of the property seiz-
ed is reported at $73,021, :

The report of Internal Revenuei
Commissioner Scott, from which
these figures are taken, further
shows that there are in North Car-
olina 219 registered tobacco manu-
facturers, a decrease since last year
of 13; registered cigar manufac-
turers, 48, an increase of 6 ; of reg-
istered leaf tobacco dealers, 305.
During the last fiscal year there
were manufactured in North Caro-
lina 92,282 cigars, and cigarettes to
the enormous number of 825,734,-
200. Only New York and Virginia
rank her in this branch of the to-
bacco industry.

In the 219 tobacco manufactories
of the State 35,487,356 pounds of
leaf tobacco was used, 1,023,669
pounds of sugar, and when com-
‘pleted, with other materials, the
finished product weighed 40,513,-

1 311,312 pounds was plug, 4,600,233
pounds smoking, and 49,272 pounds
