Tfcastirer Wants Taxes.}

The State Treasurer has sent to 
all the sheriffs a letter in which he 
asks them to remit the State taxes 
for 1898 at au early day, in order 
to meet the tleniands upon the 
treasury during the next few weeks. 
One day last week the aiulitor is­
sued pension warrants aggregating 
$120,000. On January 1st $66,- 
000 will have to be paid for interest 
on the 4 per cent, bonded debt. 
It will require about $70,000 to 
meet the expenses of the next leg­
islative session. The treasurer 
asks sheriffs and tax collectors to 
forward taxes without delay, and 
to forward what is collected in 
amounts of $500 or more and so on 
as rapidly as collected.. The treas­
urer says the receipts on partial 
payments are $120,000 less than 
this time last year.
