The Press and Libel Laws.

The Eichmond Times, discussing 
the bill before the Legislature of 
North Carolina to amend the libel 
laws of the State in such manner as 
to  give the publisher a fairer chance 
than he now has, says:

I t  is the rarest thing in the South 
th a t a man of character brings suit 
^ i n s t  a newspaper for libel. 
Southern newspapers are not 
scandal-mongei^ and do not deal in 
yellow news. They are not disposed 
to  traduce any man, and if they 
have done any man an unintention­
al wrong, they are always prompt 
to  make the necessiiry reparation. 
A true gentleman is always satis- 
fia l with a gentlemanly apolog> ,̂ 
and if he received that from a 
newspaper which hits wronged him, 
he asks no more. But there are
men and women in the world w'ho 
take advantage of some slip that 
the newspaper has made to line 
their pockets with money if they 
imiy, and it seems to us that all 
such should be discouraged.

Under the above head the W in­
ston Sentinel voices our sentiments 
in the following;

The colored politicians are too 
late in arriving at the conclusion to 
be good. I t suggests action of an 
emergency nature.

The memorial presented to the 
Legislature by a committee of the 
race recates that they ‘‘are not in­
sensible, but acutely grateful to 
our w hite neighbors in North Caro­
lina for the liberal educational fa­
cilities so nobly inaugurated^’ by 
Vance and fostered by Jarvis and 
others, etc. I t may very properly
be said that the negroes had a
mighty poor way of manifesting 
their sensibility and acuteness and 
gratitude for favors bestowed by 
the w hite people.

Nevertheless, they can rest as­
sured that they will continue to be 
treated wdth kindness in the m at­
ter of caring for their unfortunate 
(the deaf, dumb, blind and insane) 
that due provision will be made for 
their education; tha t their property 
will be protected; tha t their gener­
al interests will be looked after; 
that personal favors will continue 
to be shown them by the white 
people, against whose wellfare they 
have persistently voted and havo 
taken delight in doing so

the cylinder is packed round with frag­
ments of vrood, lectlier and resins, and 
covered with hard rubber at the level 
of tho soil.

To use this peculiar apparatus the 
drum is struck 17  a v/ooden hammer, 
and the vibration is evidently transmit­
ted through tho soil. The answer is 
heard in the druni, which acts as a 
resonator, and messages are thns sent 
over 1,500 yards from house to hou.se.
