Wishes of the Pgople Ignored.

There was a warm contest before
the Senate Committee on Proposi-
tions and Grievances yesterday
afternoon over the Greenviile
dispensary.

A petition signed by over 500
white voters of Greenville town-
ship was presented by W. F. Hard-
ing, a leading lawyer of Greenville,
and he and Rev. N. M. Watson ad-
dressed the committee in favorofa
dispensary. Messrs. J. L. Flem-
ingand Harry Whedbee, attorneys,
spoke strongly against it. One
side claimed it would hurt the
party; the other said itwould help
it.

Rev. Mr. Watson said the peti
tion was signed by the most respec-
table Democrats of Greenville.
The chairman of the Democratie
eéxecutive committee, one of the
most expert politicians in the
State, and also Governor Jarvis,
had signed the petition and wanted
a dispénsary. Thecommittee call-
ed on Governor Jarvis, who was

present, for his opinion. The

Governor said that the bar keepers

of Greenville, by their utter dis-
regard of the law as to sellingliquor
to minors, and on Sundays, had
brought about this move for a dis-
pensary. He knew of no place
wheresaloons were more demoraliz-
ing than in Greenville. As to the
policy of antagonizing the bar-
room element, Governor Jarvis was
not positive, but from what he
said the impression was made that
he did not think it good polities to
establish a dispensary. The com-
mittee then called on the Represen-
tatives from Pitt, stating that what
they said on the subject would
determine their action.

Senator James said he koew as
much about the polities of Pitt
county as Chairman Blow, and ex-

Sheriff R. W. King knew more
than both, and King was against

the dispensary. He was in a hole,
and though a tempv rate man, ‘he
could not advise a dispensary, and
on being pressed by Senator Glenn
said he was opposed to it.

Representative Nichols said if
the committee reported the bill
favorably he should support it;
otherwise he should not.

Rev. Mr. Barnhill said he prom-
ised the whiskey men in the cam-
paign not to oppose their interests
if elected, and as he never told
lie he was sgainst the bill,
against the interests of the liquor
sellers.
