Raleigh, N. C., March 15.—
Smallpox continues to spread in
this State. Up to tonight its ap-
pearance has been reported in
twenty counties of the State. The
latest cases reported are from Guil-
ford, Moore and Warren. The
counties in which cases have been
reported to the State board of
health .are: Currituck, Pasquo-
tank, Perquimans, Gates, Bertje,
Tyrrell, Edgecombe, Warren,
Wayne,Johnston, Wake, Alamance,
Guilford, Buncombe, New Han-
over, Northampton, Columbus,
Halifax, McDowe]l and Moore.

So rapidly is the disease assum-
ing the proportions of an epidemic
that the State boaid of health has
appointed a smallpox inspector.
Dr. Henry F. Long, who success-
fully treated seventy-five cases in
Iredell county last summer, was
selected. He will visit infected
districts, compel quar:mtit;e of pa-
tients and direet their treatment.
He began service this mornihg,
going first to Warrenton. From
there he will go to Burlington.
The disease is worse at these points
than anywhere else. It is espe-
‘cially bad among the mill opera-
tives at Burlingtou. Compulsory
vaccination in the town and county
has been resorted to.

At Greensboro, the authorities
have given the people three day’s
notice to be vaceinated and failure
to comply with the ordinance will
subject the offender to $20 fine.

There is one case in Wilmington
and it is rigidly isolated.

The town of Clinton, in. Sampson
county, has qudx.mtme{l against
Wilmington and Norfolk.

The greatest secrecy prevails in
infected districts as fo extent and
fatality of the disease and this is
one of the reasons that induced the
board of health to appoint an in-
spector. Unless the epidemic is
speedily checked, compulsory vac-
c¢ination will be ordered over the
entire State.

Scatt’s villains most { equently mect
with violent deaths at the hand: of oth-
ers, often their accomplices, or commit
guicide on the eve of discovery and dis-
grace.
