The Death Rate from Smallpox
Reduced from 2,000 to the
Million to 26 per Mil-
lion.

Speaking of vaccination and its
results the Richmond Dispatch
says : i

“In the fight in England to get
Parliament to eliminate the con-
science clause in the vaccination
act and re-establish compulsory
vaccination, the following inter-

“During the last century the
smallpox death rate in England
was over 2,000 to the million of the
popu]a‘t’iml.l After  vaccination
was introduced, but only in a per-
missive way, the death rate was
reduced to 417 per million. In
1871 compulsory vaccination came
into force, since which time the
death rate has been reduced to 26
to the million of the population.

Germany follows on similar lines.
During the last century the death
rate from smallpox in Germany
was several thousands in each mil-
lion of population ; then the gov-
ernment adopted a permissive
scheme of vaccination, which re-
sulted in a reduction of deaths to
300 in each million. The govern-
ment next decreed compulsory vac-
cination, with the result that the
death rate was reduced to seven
only to each million.

[taly also adopted the permissive
scheme, and the death rate from
smallpox came down to 440, and
later (in 1888) adopted compulsory
vaccination, and the death rate
was reduced to 100 per million,

While Germany is down to 7,
England to 26 and Italy to 100
deaths per million uunder compul-
soty laws, in the following provin-
ces of Spain, where there is very
little vaccination, the deaths per
million are very high : Almeeia,
3,080 ; Mercia, 2,670; Corunna,
1,330. It is also shown that inj
England 1,100 medical officers of
health have testified by signed dec-
laration vaccination and re-vacci-
nation prevent and control small-
pox, and that nearly the whole of
the medical authorities of the conn-
try are in favor of compulsory vac-
vination.” |

Quilp (the
distorted dwarf) and Rogue Riderhood

(the ruffian) alike terminate their ex-.

istence in a watery grave Ralpb
Niekloby, Gashford and Jonas Chuzzle-
wit tale their own lives, while Uriah
Heep, Hqueers and Littimer leave their
country for their country’s good in
garbs gratuitovsly provided by govera-
ment cud freely ewsbossed with *‘broad
Arrov;s. -

Pernaps the most grewsome of Dick-
en3’ death scenes is that providad by
the face of the ever smiling Carker, into
which the irresistible locomotive is im-
pressed, probably for the first time in
the history of ©° . n

Scott’s villains wwost Lrequently meet |

with violent deaths at the handse of oth-
ers, often their accomplices, or commit
suicide on the eve of discovery and dis-
grace. But the semsation lover has
nevertheless been catered for in the
death of Anthony Foster, the accom-
plice of the peisoner Richard Varney.
This miserable wretch is depicted as
hidinz from his pufsuers in a secret
cell. The entrance to thisis fastened
by means of a spring lock, of which,
however, he omits to retain the key,
with the consequence that he eventually
perishes miserably of mingled fear and
famine.

Lytton’s *‘1Tight and Morning’' gives
ns the coiner Gawtrey, who meets his
fate at the hands of the Parig police,
from whom he is attempting to escape
when a pistol shot drops him over the
side of a house to perish miserably.
This idea of fulling from a height is by
no meane confined to Lytton. 1t is util-
ized by Anthony Hope in *‘Phroso’’

and by Stanley Weyman in “‘Under the,

Red Robe,”’ where the villain and his
victiin fall from a lofty bridge into a
seething torrent below. In this way,
too, Conan Doyle killed the immortal
Sherlock Holanes, who, fast locked in a
struggle with ‘“the greatest villain of
them all,’’ falls over an Alpine preei-
piCC. :

Wilkie Collins brings his principal
villain, ths double faced, calculating
Count Fceco, to an ignoble end, he dis-
appearing for a time, only to reappear
upon the ghastly shelves of the Paris
worgue. A still more ghastly fate is
that of the she fiend, Gagool, immortal-
ized by Lider Haggard in “King Sclo-
mon’s Mines.'" Having conducted
Quatermain, Curtis and party into
that celebrated monarch’s rock bewn
reasury, wiaich is guarded by a pon-
derous risin: door of living rock, she
touches a scerct spring, by means of
which the door begins once more to Ge-
scenid with a slow but irresistible mo-
tion.

While the Exnglishmen are sizing up
the jewelry she makes off through the
rapidly lessening aperture. Her progress
is temporarily arrested by the unfortu-
nate girl Foulata, whom she stabs in
order to free hersell. Hurriedly scram-
bling over the threshold, she is caught
by the inexorable fcrce which she has
herself put in motion, and & realistic-
ally dramatic “‘scrunch’ puts an end
forever to the machinations of this
trnly horrivle old woman.
