readers should be told about it.
The younger men of North Caroli-
na should know—as their elders so
well know—that negro suffrage
was forced upon the South at the
point of the bayonet, for the pur-
pose of humiliating and degrading
a proud people. Negro suffrage
was forced upon the South not for
the benefit of the negroes them-
_selves, but for thebenefit of aswarm

of hungry carpet-baggersand greedy
scalawags, who thereby might more
easily plunder our povert y-strickén
Southland. And a similar motive
now prompts certain white men to
oppose the ratification of the suf-
frage amendment.

Yes, the forcing of negro suf
frage upon the South was a great
outrage and wrong upon both races
and has been the source of unnum-
bered woes to both the whites and
the blacks. It should be especial-
Iy remembered that negro sufirage
- was forced upon the South, and was

not freely and willingly adopted.
The question was not left to the
wotes of the white men of the
South—to the men who had been
the only legal and qualified voters
—but was mlop'ted by a vote of the
- megroes themselves and a minority
of the whites. Our older readers
will never forget that at that elec-
. tion every ignorant negro was al-
Jowed to vote, but thousands of our
best }\'hite men were not allowed
that right. Noman was atlowed |
to vote then who had held any of-
fice before the war and had aided
or even sympathised in the so-
~called “Rebellion,”” This of course
debarred and disfranchised thou-
sands of our best men. They were
not allowed to vote, but had to
stand aside like convicted felons
and see their former slaves exercise
that great privilege. Oh! how the
" blood of every true white man
~ ghould boil at the remembrance of
that damnable ontrage!—Chatham
Record.
