Booker T. Washington, the negro
orator, educator and student of
sociological cunditions, gives his
people in North Carolina some good
advice. A letter from him is at-
tracling attention far and wide. It
is written from Tuskegee, Ala., to
¢g prominent colored man in North
Carolina,” who asked ‘‘what
ghould be done to allay the present
eonflict between the races,”” refer-
xing especially to this State, Prof.
‘Washington said:

“T have been askihg myself late-
Iy some rather serious questions,
and I want to put one or two of
Is there any reason
why the negroesin theSouth should
continue to oppose the Southern
white man and his politics? Is.
not this the source of nearly all our
troubles? Unconsciously we seem

. to have gotten the idea into our

blood and bones that we are only
acting in a manly way when we op-
pose Southern white men with our
votes.

“In spme way, by some method,
we must bring the race to the point
where it will cease to feel that the
only way for it to suceeed is to op-
pose everything suggested or put
forth by the Southern white men.

“This I coasider one of ouf reaj
problems. I believe that there are
thousands of whité Democrats in
XNorth Carolina who are 50 per
cent. better friends to the negro
than Governor Russell, and I see
no necessity in continuing to follow
Governor Russell, who has no
power to protect, or, if he has the
power, does not exercise it, rather
than these other white men, who
can proteet us if we cease to con-
tinually and forever oppose them,’’

This is good advice, but it will
mot be heeded. The Southern
white man and the Southern white
woman have been just as kindly
disposed to the negro race since the
emancipation of the race as durfug
the slavery regime. The Southern
Democrat has given the negro em-
ployment, paill him wages, gone
his bail when he got into ecourt,
been solicitous asto his temporal
and spiritual welfare, but when it
came to politics the negro was on
the other side. The race has al-
ways voted the Republican ticket
en masse. The negro has fully
paid the debt of gratitude he owed
that party for his freedom. He has
Been used by it as a catspaw to pull
political chestnuts from the ashes,
In the South the negro has done
the voting and the white Republi-
can—rara  avis, comparatively
speaking—has held the offices.
