A Good Ordinance Adopted.

At the special meeting Monday'
aftéernoon the Town Council adopt-

s,ed an ordinance that will put a
4 |stop to the boisterousness around
% |the depot, and will also prevent
% hotel porters and hack runners
i from crowding around in the way
#|of passengers getting on and off
b | trains.

The ordinance reads as
follows :

It shall be unlawful for any
agent or porter of any hotel or

# | boarding house, fer any owner,
¢ |agent or driver of any hack or
22§ other vehicle, or for any other per-

son at the depot or railroad station
in this town to obstruct the way to
such station or the platform or
sidewalk of such station or car so
as to hinder or prevent the {free
and uninterrupted access to or de-
partureé from such station or car, or
those attending or receiving them
at such station. It shall be un-
lawful for any person at such sta-
tion to makeany unnecessary lond
outery or clamor, or to solicit cus-
tom or éemployment in a tone loud-
er than a conversational one, or to
take hold of any passenger’s person,
clothing, baggage or property, un-
less previously requested by such
passenger to do so. No such por-
ter, agent, driver or owner of any
hack or other vehicle shall go upon
any such platform or sidewalk, or
beyond the posts erected by the
railroad to mark the limit of such
persons, for the purpose of solicit-
ing custom or ewployment, unless
authorized to do so by the police

shall any person loiter or loaf
around such depot or station after
being warned not to do so by the
policeman on duty. Any persons
violating the provisions of this or-
didance shall on conviction before
the Mayor be find $5 or 'be im-
prisoned ten days.
SHELTERS AND SIGNS.
¢ ———
Town Council Says They Must
Come Down.

At its speciall meeting Monday
afternoon the Board of Councilmen
unanimously adopted the follow-
ing ordinance:

It is hereby declared to be a
nuisance to erect, maintain or
keep a wooden shelter over any
sidewalk in the town on Evans
street between Second and Fifth
streets, or to erect, maintain or
keep any sign, pos; or other ob-
struction upon ov over said side-
walks or streets between said
points. Any person violating this
ordinance shall upon conviction
before the Mayor, be fined $5 for
each day such shelter, sign or post
or other obstruction may remain,
Thissection shall not apply to
telegraph and telephone poles or
tie posts which are located, erected
and maintianed by permission of
the street committeé. This or-
dinance shall take effect and be-
come operative on the 10th day of
May, 1899.
