HORRIBLE CRIME AT DON-
GOLA.

Clerk Brutally Murdered and
Storc Robbcd ond Burncd.,

Early this morning at Dongola,
inthe western portion of the county,
was committed the most horrible
crime that has ever occurred in
Pitt county.

Mr. T. L. Turnage, a wealthy
farmer and merchant, has for sev-
‘eral years been doing a large busi-
ness at Dongola, his store being a
short distance from his dwelling
house. His nephew, Mr. Rc .
Turnage, who was his salesman,
slept in the store. About 4 o’clock
this morning Mrs. Turnage awoke
her husband telling him she saw a
light outside. Mr. Turnage arose
and looking out discovered that
his store was on fire. He hurried
outand went to the front of the
store calling to his newhew. Get-
'ng no response he went around to
the rear of the store and called him
again, Still getting no answer he
broke open the rear door of the
store and went inside.

Upon gettingin the store Mr.
Turnage first went to the bed where
his nephew slept intending to wake
him up, but found the bed unoccu-
pied. Then passing around the
bed to go on into the store he was
horrified at stumbling over the
dead body of the young man lying
upon thefloor a short distance from
the bed. Mr. Turnage dragged
the body of his nephew oat of the
building and found : that he had
been most brutally murdered. His
head was almost zevered from the
body, there being a terrible cut on
the throat and another on the sack
of his neck. There were also sev-

eral cutsabout the temple, shoulder
and on the hands, the yoang man’s

night clothes were nearly torn off
and his fec. yvere braised as if tread
upon, all indicating that he had
made a desperate struggle with his
assailant. The body being so hor-
ribly mutilated was an awful spec-
tacle.

The store and all contents were
entirely consumed by the fire, not
a penny’s worth being saved from
the building. The books had been
left out of the safe when the store
was closed last night, and they
were also destroyed. Mr. Tasn-
age’slossis estimated at $10,000
to 812,000 and he had no insurance
on either bu!lding or stock.

Greenville was considerab ; ex-
cited over the awful crime when
the news was telephoned here early.
this morning. At this writing no
clue of the perpetrator has been
' |discovered. Blood hounds were
telegraphed for to help hunt down
the muiderer. It is the hope of
all that the author of this double
crime may be speedily cafftured
and receive the punishment de-
served.

dealers in leaf tobacco:

To Collectors of Internal Revenue:
Internal Revenue Circular, No.

523, dated February 20, 1899, re-

lating to the saleof leaf tobacco in

quantities less than a hogshead,

case or bale, shall not be construed
asapplying to tobacco composing
the breaks on warehouse floors in
the loose leaf markets where it is
sold at public auction to. qualified

dealers in leaf tobacco, or to quali-

fied manufacturers of tobacco, snuff

or cigars, or to persons who buy
leaf tobacco for export only.

Every person who buys loose
leaf tobacco, composing the breaks
upon the warehouse floors, for the
pugpose of reselling the same at

public auction, or at a private sale,

without removal from the ware-
house, is regarded asa dealer in
Jeaf tobacco, and will be required
to pay §pecial tax and qualify as a
dealer at each place where he car-
ries on business, and must keep a
record of his purchases and sales on

Of the great variety of drugs and
chemicals which play an important part
in the commerce of the world little is
known by the general public. The im-
portation into the United States of bal-
gams. barks. beans, idowers, gums.

Time was when every ounce
of thisdrug was imported from Europe
Today, thanks to Amcrican enterprise,
it is manufactared in the United States
on such an extensive scale that not only
is the enormong domestic demand sup-
plied by the homemade product, but
large quantities are annually exported.
When it was imported, the wholesale
price was 30 cents a pound. Now it bas
declined to 8 cents.

History says that sugar of milk was
first prepared in 1619, although not in-

trodnced int> medicine until 1698. Iti

is ured almost entirely by pill manu-
facturers on account of its neutral, fill-
ing properties. It is absolutely neutral,
inodorons and with a slightly sweet
taste. As a vebicle fcr all manner of
pulverized medicines it s perfect.

It is manufactured from the whey of
cow's milk, and is really a byprodacet
of milk. The process is ove of evapora-
tion and recrystyllization: Switzerland
once had a monopcly of its manufac-
ture. Now Illinois leads the world,
while a large factory has been started
in New York state, which gives promise
of producing as much as its western
predecessor. Such has been the suceess
of the American industry that the prod
uct is shipped even to Switzerland.
where it is able to compete satisfactor:
ily with the Enropean makers.

The grow-
ing demand for it has been caused by
the development of patent medicines in
pill and tablet form, where bulk is d
gired.
