About dark that evening when
Policeman Kenedy went back to
the jail Brown was gone, and a
large hole in the north-west corner
of the brick wall, about the same
place where previous esapes had
been made, told the tale. Itis be-
lieved that the prisoners had pian-
ned for the condemned man to
escape and that they helped him
to cut through the wall and get
away. None of the others attempt-

red to get away, as they were all

serving only short term sentences.
