A body might be mummified in three
different ways, and the price varied ac-
cordingly. In the first and most expen-
sive method the brain was" extracted
throngh the nose by means of an iren
probe, and the intestines v.cre removed
entirely from the body through an in-
cision made in the side with a sknro
Ethiopian stone. The intestines wite
cleansed and washed in palin wine, and,
after being covered with powdered aro-
matic gums, were placed in Canopic
jars. The body was then filled up with
myrrh and cassia and other fragrant

The cost of mummifying in this
manner was 22 minz, or nearly $90.
