‘nual Production and Prices
at Which it has sold since
1886,

I have been asked to write up

the annual production .of tobacco
§§ | in Pitt county since it first begun

to be grown here ‘as a ecommercial
commodity, also the price at which
{ sold each year. AsI have to
depend mainly on memory, I
may fall in error in some state-
ments; but as the information is
sought by parties living outside of
the county a general, or approxi-
mate estimate will serve the pur-
pose.

In 1886, the first year that to-
bacco was grown down east, there
was only a small area planted. It
seems that -all the tobacer was
planted the first year along the
river road leading from Greenville
to Tarboro. About three miles
from Greenville, as I have often
written before, the first prepara-
tion for tobacco culture was begun.
Prior to this, however, the late B,
‘W. Brown planted a small lot but
found it unpofitable, and about
this time Mr. James R. Thigpen
same experience. :

On the south side of the river it
seems the crop took more favorably.
There was a very small quantity
raised the first year and I do not
remember what it sold for. I
do know however, that some of it
sold very well, and some did not.

! Some planters were disgusted with

it while others were enthusiastic
over it. The next yéar a larger
area was planted and the prices ob-
tained were more satisfactory.
About the first year that our to-
baceo commanded much attention
was 1890. That year I suppose
something like one and a half to
two million pounds were produced
and the price at which'it sold fired
|the whole section. T should say
that the ‘:1\'emge that year for
everything was 12} to 14 cents.
{ The next year the crop was about
doubled and averaged abont 8 cents,
prub@l}]y 9 cents. I will say, how-
ever, that the protracted heavy
rains during July and August 1891
almost totally ruined the crop and
made it fit for nothing, some com-
mon export with a few bright lugs
and good cutters. The year 1892
was o better crap year and there
was raised in the county that year
about three and a half ‘million
pounds which sold at about 10
¢ents average. Since then we have
sold on the Greenville market as
well as I remember, each year re-
spectively as follows :

co was larger than it has'been any
year since 1892, The decrease in the
prices of medium'to common tobacco
has not been as much as the dezrease
in the quantity of these goods.
Every one knows that for two years
past common tobacco has sold re-
markably well, while the brighter
'goods have sold remarkably low,
that is, in proportion to the way it
formerly sold, and as compared |-
with the common goods.

There seems to be a very good
feeling in tobacco circles and the
general opinion is that it will sell
well nextseason, the foreign de-
mand for our tobacco is increasing
and therein lies encouragement
for tobacco farmers, -
