Constable Kllled by Mob of Ne-
groes.

Saturday night another murider
was added to the already large
criminal record of Pitt county.
The first news of the affair that
reached Greenville was late Sun-
day afternoon when officers arriv-
ed here from Bethel bringing three
colored prsoners to be committed
to.jail. Thenames of the prison-
ers were Hoyt Moore, Cully Moore
and William Wilkins. The officers
who brought these prisoners gave
the following particulars:

Saturday night several negroes{ *

congregated on the street in Bethel
and became disorderly. Constable
Elijah Bryan went up to quiet the
crowd and told them they must
disperse. One negro remarked
threateningly that nobedy in that
crowd conld be arrested, when
Constable Bryan took hold of him
and told him consider himself un-
der arrest. At thisthe three ,men
named above and Bob Moore; who
has so far evaded arrest, made an
assault on the officer, he beiug
struck on the head with a rake and
cut several times with knives.
Another white man,Lollie Speight,
went to the assistance of officer
Bryaa, and he was also cut severe-
ly but it is not thought fatally.

A posse went in search of the!
assaillants of the officer and caught
three of them Sunday, bringing
them here to jail.

Constable ‘Bryan died about 9
o’clock Sunday -pight from the
effects of his wounds.

Be-
fore the war between the States
very few divorces were granted in
this State. In many counties there
was not one divorce in several
years. But now thereis scarcely
a term of court in any county when
at least one divorce is not granted,
and in many counties there are
several divorces obtained at every
court. Nor are these divorces by
any means confined to the colored
people, for, unfortunately, there
are now too many. divorces among
our white people.

Divorces were made more easily
procurable by the Legislature of
1895, which passed an act giving a
divorce to the husband or wife be-
cause of abandonment by the other
and living separate and apart for
two years, provided such abandon-

| ment oceurred prior to the passage

of that act. And our last Legis-
Jature amended and extended that
actso asto give a divorce if the
abandonment was for one year, and
occurred prior to the 1stof January
1899. :

Under the act of 1895 hundreds
of divorces have been obtained in
this State, and now under the act
of the last’ Legislature hundreds
more will be obtained.—Chatham
