Life Saving Service during the fis-
cal year ended June 30, 1898, is a
most interesting document. The
total number of disasters during

:

within the field of service of the
stations was 767; and the vessels
had a total value of a Tittle more
than $7,000,000. The value of
 property saved was $6,688,355, and
the total value of property lost was
less than $800,000. There were
3987 persons involved 1n these
wrecks, and the total number lost
was 22 The number of vessels
which were ‘‘worked off’”’ after
having been stranded, piloted out
of dangerous places and assisted by
the station crews was 577. The
number of vessels running into
danger and “warned off”’ by the
signals of the patrols was 226,
These statistics cover the life sav-
ing service over the entire Atlan-
tic, Pacific and Lake coasts.

Since the introduction of the
Life Saving Service, in November, '
1871, there have been over 81,000
persons involved in disasters to
ships, and less than 900 lives have
been lost. The property lostsin
that time was valued at %35,535,-
162, and the property saved at
$125,630,262. Succor was afforded
to 13,876 shipwrecked persons ° for
35,199 days during this time.
These figures are certainly impres-
sive; and although the report does
not prate of the heroic deeds of the
brave men who risked their lives
and faced the fierce winter storm$
on our coastsin order to save life
and property, the figures tell the
story more strongly, perhaps, than
words could do. The Life Saving
Service is one of tne most magnifi-
cent departments of the Govern-
ment., It is free from the scandals
which detract so much from the
eclat of many branches of Uncle
Sam’s service, and all praise is due
to Superintendent Kinball and his
brave crews.—Philadelphian Ree-
ord.
