Since the commission of this crime
on the morning of the26th of April
it has been the chief topic of dis-
cussion not only in this but in
several adjoining counties. Officers

In all six arrests were made of
parties charged with implication
in the crime.

These were all
brought to Greenville and placed
in jail. On Monday of last week

they were taken ‘before a court of
Magistrates composed of Albert

Horton, B. M. Lewis, R. L. Joy-
per, J. A. Langand H. Harding,
at which time on the motion of
Solicitor L. I. Moore the case was
postponed for a week, as was told
that day in THE REFLFCTOR. Sat-
urday, 6th, inst., I. Spondour, an
officer of the Smith, West & Lyons
Detective Police Agency, of Balti-
more, arrived at Dongola and be-
gan working on the case. To give
opportunity for developing testi-
mony was one caunse for postponing
the case.
