The chap-
ter of our sister county, Beaufort,
is named in honor of one of our
brave sons, Gen. Bryan Grimes,
and now the name of another of our
gallant soldiers is honored in the
Pitt connty chapter being named
for Col. George E. B. Singeltary.
He was a lawyer in Greenville,
In 1861 he gotupa company of
Pitt county citizens of which he
was Captain, Later in 1861 he
was elected Colonel of the 27th
Regiment. In 1862 he resigned
his commission of -the 27th Regi-
ment and was elected Colonel of the
44th Regiment. He was killed in
1862 at Grimes Mill while on a
skirmish there., Hisdeath left the
44th Regiment without a Colonel.
His brother, Tom Singeltary, was
elected to fill his place.
