Dr. Jesse P. Brown died at 4
o’clock ‘Sunday afternoon at his
residence on Pitt street. The in-
terment took place this morning in
the Methodist cemetery, services
being conducted by Rev. N. M.

Corporations And Politics.

It is true that big railroad com-
panies and other powerful corpora-
tions wield an influence in politics,
and especially in legislative bodies,
that is not generally recognized at
its true value, and what is = worse,
this influence seems to be growing.
It is not, of course, for a political
principle that these corporations
take such an interest in politics,
baut solely to secure legislation fa-
vorable to them or to prevent
measures that might prove unfavor-
able. But they are only exercis-
ing the right of every man in look-
ing after his own interest, and
sometimes we think that they have
in part been forced into politics.
Every calamity howler that can
manage to secure an election to the
legislature or Congress thinks it
his only duty to throw rocks at the
corporations and men with money,
and it is but nataral that they
should strive to counteract this in-
fluence. The government is not
for only a part of the people, and
even the rich should be made to
feel that their property rights will
be respected by all parties.—Dur-
ham Herald.
