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Municipal Franchises.

RN

_ The following from an exchange
shows that towns and cities should
be carefal how they  grant fran-
chises:

The question of municipal fran-
chises is today perhaps the foremost
‘question in the minds of the Amer-
ican people. Like all kindred
matters, a few men, some shrewd
and far-seeing, othersgetting some-.
thing the value of which they very
inadequately appreciated, have
gotten from municipalities through-
out the country frauchises that
have proven veritable inines of
- wealth, Thecitiesandtownsgrant-
~ ing these privileges are now begin-
. ming to realize what they have giv-
enaway, and in the future the
struggle will be to regain the pos-
session of what has beenthoughtless-
ly parted with.  The initial fight
- along this line of franchiserecovery
~and municipal ownerShip, has been
anade in Michigan. The legisla-
ture of that State authorized the
city of Detroit to purchase and op-
erate its street railways. Therail-
ways refused to sell . at anything
like a reasonable figure,, and the
price they named for their proper-
ty shows that they consider the
franchise, given them by the ecity,
as fuily two-thirdsthe value of their
holdings. The Review of Reviews
for June discussing this phase of
this question says ‘Yhe rest of the
country would look on with im-
mense interest it Detroit should
set about operating the passenger
transit system as a municipal de-
partment. It does not necessarily
follow that it would be for the in-

terest of the people of that city to
afford the country the henefit of
that particular kind of objeet les-
son. There is evidently no dearth
in Detroit of advocates able to deal
adequately with their respeétivc
sides of the discussion, If the mu-
nicipality should not, after all,buy
up the street railroad system, the
citizen, of that town will at least
henceforth havea perfectly clear
idea of the commercial value of
street railroad franchises. They
would except at the end of the ex-
isting franchise period to sell ex-
tensions of renewal privileges for
something like what thev ave worth.
Thus the statement has come to be
a commonplace in Detroit, and in
all the Michigan press, thatof the
£17,500,000 demanded by the own-
ers of the Detroit street railroads,
$10,000,000 represents the “worth
of the franchise freely given by the
~people through their muunicipal
representatives. By some plan of
taxation, rental or payment of per-
ventages, the people would expect
under fature grants tobereimburs.
ed for the value of such franchises.

1§ Mr. D.<A. Tompkins, of (Char-

lotte, N. C., is one of the most suc-
cessful cotton manufactarers in the
South, and is doing much to en-
courage and imprbve this industry.
His book on cotton mill construc-
tion and operation, which The
Journal recently reviewed, isa very
practical work and will prove val-
uable tothe young menjof theSouth
who devote themselves to'this line
of business. ‘
In a recent interview Mr. Tomp-
%ins advocates the building of cot-
ton mills in small towns. He be-
lieves that this is the surest way to
restore prosperity to the cotton dis-
tricts, and that such mills properly
built and managed, will prove ex-
cellent investments for theirowners
or stockholders.
Mr, Tompkins believes that the
erection of a cotton millinacountry
community will promptly enhance
thé value of the cotton product of
the immediate district by affording
a home market for a large portion,
if not all of the output of thefarms.
A home market means the saving
of transportation charges, the cost
of labor and the profits of the mid-
dleman. Moreover, the cotton tunr-
ed into cloth is worth three times
as much in the case of coarse cloth,
as the raw matelial; hence the
working into cloth of the raw cot-
ton at home adds the profit and
the wages of the mill to the price
realized for the raw material.
Another advantage of the local
mitl is the employment it affords
the sons and danghtersof the neigh-
boring farmers. This employment
adds to the farmers’ income and
the industrial community which
always springs up about a succes-

ket for the minor products of the
farms, such as meat, poultry, but-
ter, fruits and vegetables, thus still
further adding to the profits of thé
farmers.

There is much idleness in the
country towns of the South, due
largly to the lack of paying devel-
opment. Cotton mills in the small
towns would absorb much of this
idle labor. Mr,Tompkinscontends
with good reason thatithe benefit
of a cotton mill to a town is both
direct and far-reaching. It gives
an air to business and thrift to the
locality and the district. Money
becomes more plentiful, the roads
are improved and a contagious bus-
iness briskness extends throughout
the community. Many towns in
both Carolinas have taken on new
life since cotton mills were built with
in their limits. Charlotte, the city
of Mr. Tompkins’ residence, is said
