Among those they have sought the solu-
tion of in vain the most famous was
the mysterious Rahway murder of less
than a dozen years ago, which the police
all over the country interested them-
selves in without avail.

One of the boldest murders ever com-
mitted in New York was the sheoting of
Ferdinand Harris, assistant butler to M.
C. D. Borden in the iatter’s house at 23
West Fifty-sixth street. Here was a
murder committed in broad daylight,
with people all around, yet after work-
ing for weeks on the ease, the police
had to give it up. and it went down on
the record with the other unsolved my-
