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Death of Augustin Daly.

e

London, June 7.,~The Paris cor-
respondent of the Daily Mail says
that Augustin Daly, the New York
theatrical manager, died at the
Hotel Continental _yesterday -of
heart failure.

New York, June 7.—Augustin
Daly was born in Plymouth, North
Carolina, July 20, 1838. His
father was a planter, upon whese
death his widow moved to Virgi-
niz, Augustin came to New York
when about.sixteen years old, and
earned a living as clerk in a store.
But he had made up his mind to
become a writer of plays, and he
spent his evenings in industrious
practice. The products of these
early efforts never reached the
stage, though many of them gotin-
to managers’ hands.

It was as manager,—not as play-
wright—that Daly earned and held

“distinction in 'theatricals. His
greatest success was with musical
comedies, beginning with ‘‘The
Gaiety Girls,”’ continuing - with
“The Geisha”’ and ““The Circus
iirl,” and culminating with ‘“"he
Runaway Girl.”

Mr. Daly’s personality was pe-
cnliar, He lived almost literally
inhis theatre, working day  and
night, indulging in no recreations,
and devoting himself strainingly
to his work, mentally and physi-

“cally. He was autocratic on the
premises. His rules for his play-
ers were strict, and they had to be
obeyed. He was, all things con-
sidered, the greatest American te-
viser and practicer of stagecraft,
