ries, apd this single paragraph has
given Charlotte more advertising
than it had received from any
other source. It was copied in all
the leading papers of the country,
and in many of them it was made
the subject of editorial comment.
Even yet the article turns up inan
occasional exchange.

The Observer is in full accord
with The State when it says that
correspondents can learn some-
thing from these incidents, and so
can editors. The State expresses
the correct idea when it says that
instead of devoting so much space
and energy to accounts of erimes
and descriptions of eriminals, why
not write up the resources, advan-
tages and developments of your
town, county or seotion?! There
can be no excuse for suppressing
the truth abont erimes which are
deplorably frequent, but there is
such a thing as overdoing the mat-
ter. The publication of the de-
tails of lynchings and murders does
not seem to have a deterrent effect,
though it doubtless sometimes aids
the ends of justice. But there is
one thing certain—a great deal of
good is accomplished by the pre-
gentation of the agricultural and
industrial advantages of our sec-
tion and the consequent encourage-

Anti=Trust Laws of Texas.

Following is an epitome of the
anti-trust laws of Texas, just en-
acted:

Every cowbination of capital or
its equivalent for the restraint of
trade, whether organized under
the laws of Texas or any other
State, doing business within the
State, is deemed a trust or monop-:
oly.

The giving away of any article
or selling it for less than cost for,
the purpose of preventing free com-
petition in manufacture or distri-
bution is prohil ited.

Refusal to buy or sell to any per-
son because he is not a member of
the combination is prohibited.

Violators of the act are subject
to aloss of their charters or pro-
hibited from doing business within
the State and are subject toa fine
of £200 to 85,000 for each offense.
Each day’sbusiness is a separate
offense.

Prosecutors are given one-fourth!
of the penalties. All court busi- |
ness may be set aside for the trial
of a case under the act.

Purchasers of articles manu-
factured by violators of the law
cannot be obliged to pay for them.
