[ALL DISCHARGED.

The case of the United States
against a number of the good citi­

zens of Pitt county charged with a 
conspiracy to intimidate and deter 
certain voters and election officers 
atlParker’s X Roads precinct in the
exercise of their rights and <lnties 
a t  the Xovember election, which 
has been under investigation before 
United States Commissioner Or- 
mand, came to a sudden and lather 
unexpected termination about tour 
o’clock Friday afternoon. The de­
fendants were engaged all day 
Thursday and up to 1 o clock Iri- 
day in putting before the Court a
complete defense to the ('barges. 
They developed the iatd beyond all

« manner of doubt that a number of

coI()red people went to the election 
with double barrel shot gnus which 
■were concealed near by. That the 
election went on smoothly until 
almut eleven o’clock when a cohu;^
man went to the window where the 
voting was going on to cast his 
vote. The election olVicer standing 
a t the window who took the ballot 
called out ‘‘Robert Hell.” Ihe 
voter Siiid ‘‘no, my name is Robert 
8taUm.” The elect ion officer who 
h5id the registration book in chargi" 
fijiid there was no such name as 
“ Robert Staton” on the hook. 
Another negro standing by 
suggested to the vot(‘r to oiler to 
vote as Robert Bell, but Staton re­
plied “ no, my name is Rolx'rt Sta- 

A large erowd oí negroes 
a considerable .number ot 

whites gatheicd up iu*ar tlu‘ win­
dow, some saying his name was 
Slaton and others that it was Bell. 
A brother of the voter stepping up 
said “ I am his brother, iny name is 
^Varren Staton and his name is 
Iblhert Staton.” I'he voter was 
then asked how he had reiiistere< 
and he replied “ Bobert Staton.' 
The eUrtion otlieer at the window 
tiumtoldhiiuas no such name was 
on the registration book he eouhl 
iiol vole and the negro walked away. 
Henever asked tobeallowinl to vote 
or offered to vote as Ib l̂xni Bell, 

That the Jfgrot'slaigt'ly outnum­
bered the whites and that many of 
them were armed with eluhs and 
feticks; that some one of them was 
he4wdtosay that that vot(‘ should 
go into the Imx or he would 
die; that one negr»> wa  ̂ seen 

leave the erowd, s:u off

towards the c r o w d  saying he would 
kill or be killed. It was in this 
moment of excitement that some 
one rushed to the telephone and 
seui a message to Greenville that
th ere  was a riot going on a t  Park­

ers X Roads, which is two miles 
from Greenville, and begging for 
help. The news spread like wild 
tire in town as soon as the message 
was received and a number of pei*
sons, a r m i n g  themselves with guns,

rifles and pistols, and taking the 
first conveyance they could get, 
went hurriedly to what they sup­
posed was the scene of the conflict. 
W hen they arrived they found the 
disturbance over and the voting re­
sumed. They did not go uear the 
voting place with their guns and 

I did not interfere with any one in
his right to vote.

Sometime after they arrived one
negro who had voted long . before 
they got there w'as disorderly and 
seemed to want to create trouble. 
He was pointed out to some of 
the Greenville crowd as the man 
w h o  hadbeen a leader in creating 
the disturbances and they compel­
le d  him to leave the grounds. Some 
of the best and most law-abiding 
citizens of that precinct fearing a 
.renewal of the trouble requested a 
number of the gentlemen from
Greenville to remain’till the elec­
tion closed, the votes were counted 
and the returns signed. That there 
was no intimidation or interference 
of any kind with any one. Lver> - 
iKxly voted as he pleased without 
let of hindrance, that it»was with 
these exceptions a ({uiet election 
and a full vote, the fusion twket 
getting a large majority.

Kvery one of these facts have 
b e e n  brought out and established 
beyond the shadow of a doubt by- 
The testimony taken Thursday and 
Friday. At about four o’clock and

Mr. Edward Spruill, a prc^es- 
sive farmer who lives on the Per­
kin’s farm, about one mile east of 
Edenton, came very near being 
killed Saturday night by a pistol, 
which was in the hands of his wife. 
The 'weapon was discharged twice, 
both balls taking effect, one on the 
cheek and the other just over the 
heart. It was one of Smith & Wes- 
son’sm akeof guns, Xo. 38. It 
was a new gun. Mr. Spruill had 
bought it while in town and took 
it home for protection. He was 
showing his wife how to use it 
when she pulled on the trigger too 
hard, causing it to shoot, the ball 
striking her husband on the cheek. 
This frightened Mrs. Spruill so 
badly that she jerked the gun 
again, the second ball taking sffeet 
just over the heart. Dr. J . H. Mc­
Mullen was sent for and dressed  ̂
the 'w bunds, hut did not probe for 
the bullet that lodged over the ’ 
heart , thinking the operation might 
prove fatal. Mr. Spruill is up this 
morning and is doing as 'W'cll as 
could be expected.-—Ex
