To Blow up the Filipinos.
W ashington, July 15.—The W ar 

Depart ment has recently coucliided 
an exhaustive series of experi­
ments in Sandy Hook with high
explosives and light field guns,
that promises: if adopted, to result 
iu arming the troops in the Philip­
pines with the most advanced type 
of light field gun in the world. 
The board has decided on a type 
of field gun which can fire 15 arm ­
ed shots per minute, which can be 
operated by oue man anti which its 
full crew can take to pieces in 15 
seconds for loading on mule back 
for transportation wherever need­
ed. It is a 3-iuch calibre, can 
carry solitl  ̂ shot, shrapnel *or a 
bursting charge of high explosive 
which will kill by coueiission in a 
radius of 200 feet.

The high e.xplosive has been 
tested for a year, and is said to be 
superior to either lydite, the B rit­
ish, or melinite, the French, high 
explosive.

W ASH ING TO N L E T T E R .

From Our Refiuiar Oorrespomlent.

Washington. D. 0., July 17, ’00

As though his announcement of 
his determination to remain in the 
Cabinet until after the first of next 
January were not humiliation 
enough for 3Ir. McKinley, Secre­
tary Alger has actually had the 
gall to demand of 3Ir. Melvinley 
that he make public a statement 
denying that he would like Alger’s 
Tesiguation. This is what the 
boys call ‘^rubbing it in’’ on Mr. 
McKinley, but those who think 
that Mr. McKinley should have 
fired Alger when the s(*andals of 
the war with Spain first became 
public, instead of assisting in b a v  
ing him whitewiished, are not in­
clined to sympathize with his em­
barrassment at t he demand. And, 
there are quite a uuml>er who are 
glad the deiujind has been made. 
Mr. McKinley has, through close 
personal fri(*nds, allowed the pub­
lic to suppose that he was anxious 
to have Alger resign, but wished 
him to do so voluntarily. Kow, it 
is  up to him, to say once for all, 
whether he wishes Alger to remain 
in his Cabinet.

The law very plainly s;iys that 
iu  the absence o f Iwdh the Secretary  
and the AssisUiut Secretary o f

Miles w asaetiiig  Sem c- 
tiiry  of War, but as a matter o f fact 
from Friday until today, (ien . 
M iles did not sign a single paper, 
aM Act ing Secretary, alt hough there  
m ust have lM*en hundn*ds relating  
b) routine iualtt*r>, riHiniriug the  
SiMTCtury’s signature. It was 
another addl 'd to the many nn- 
n m ‘ssary ^lights put upon Gen. 
M ilt^ b> Secretary Alger and the 
w illiug  to o l-w ith  Nvhieh he h as  
Bunininded him self in the W ar 
D cpaiim eut. Although the law 
fciVH that Gen. .Miles stumld have  
i»een Acting SisTetary of W’:ir, 
during  those th rw d a y s, Alger, as 
aiim inghuuself greatrr than the  
law , said that there should Ih' no 
SeeretarvofW  ur during that jYeriLHl 
an d  his wont was obigved, regard 
teBBofeostor ineouvenienee, and 
a ll linsiness held up to await h is  
fiptnrn.

Mo many more or li^s prominent

republicans have come to W ash­
ington of late with substantially the 
same story about Col. Bryan’s loss 
of popularity in the AVest, Á at it is 
practically certain that these ipen 
are working in concert, trying to 
prevent Ck)l. Bryan being renomi­
nated for President, by the demo­
crats. AVhether they are doing 
this under instnictions from the re­
publican leaders, who are known 
to fear Col. Bryan’s candidacy, or 
in the interests of the handfull of 
Eastern democrats, who, although 
they cannot pledge a single elec­
toral vote, are also trying to prevent 
Col. Bryan’s nomination, is not 
entirely clear, but that they are 
spreading the story with a purpose 
is iis clear as anything can be—as 
clear as the falsity ofthe story, for 
instance.

Eepresentative Lentz, of Ohio, is 
in Washington upon important le- 
giil business. He no longer regards 
himself as a candidate for the derno- 
cnitic gubernatorial nomination, 
but frankly says he would like to 
have the second place on the Bry­
an ticket, and adds that he has re­
ceived encouragement enough to 
cause him to believe that he may 
receive the nomination for AMce- 
President.

Ex-Senator Dubois says that if 
the republican platform comes out 
squarely for the single gold stan­
dard, as now seems likely, it will 
elect Bryan by republican votes; 
that he knows of thousands who 
voted the republican ticket iu ’00, 
solely l>ecause of the promise to 
bring about a wider use for silver, 
who will under no circumstance 
vote a gold standard ticket. Mr. 
Dubois says he regíirds it as cer­
tain that the republican platform 
will contain as strong an anti-trust 
plank lus the democratic platform, 
but thinks the individual voter 
should have no doubt as to which 
party will really combat the trusts. 
Mr. Dubois also says that he is cer- 
taiiicthe tickets will be headed next 
y^ar, by Bryap and 3IcKiuley, as 
iu ’00.

Gov. Roosevelt was reminded by 
the turning down of «several men 
whom he had recommended per­
sonally. to Mr. McKinley for ap­
pointment to be officers in the vol­
teéis, that there are other poli­
ticians in Kev’ York, whohavepuli 
with the administration. Xot only 
were some of Roosevelt's men turn­
ed down, but there were New 
Yorkers appointed whose names 
were not even referred to him, by 
Mr. McKinley. The aiithority for 
this statement is an official of the 
War Department, who knows the 
endorsements on the papers ol 
every man who was appointed. 
Perhaps RiMisevelt would have had 
better luek if he had withheld his 
deelawitiou in favor of Mr. Mc­
Kinley's renomiuation a little 
longer. Publicly emnmitting him­
self probably weaktmed his pull.

D e w ey  A s H e i s .

Many pictures of Admiral Dewey
have been published in the last few 
months, but very few of them show 
much of the man as he is. Most of 
them show a rather long, narrow 
face, with high, slightly receding 
forehead and Roman nose. As a 
matter of fact, there is more 
breadth and less length in the face 
than these pictures show. It is a 
square face, and its most prominent 
feature is the rugged under jaw. 
The eyes are wide apart and set 
well back under heavy brows. 
The forehead is h|gh, broad and 
bold. The nose is large, and the 
mouth generous, but firm.

Most of his pictures show more 
of a mustache than the Admiral 
wore last summer. Mustache and 
hair are almost white. The com­
plexion is dark, as are the eyes. 
He is not a big mau physically, but 
he is astonishingly quick in'’his 
actious. His shoulders are so 
square and his broad back so 
straight that many a mau, much 
his junior, might envy him them. 
His step 18 quick and springy; his 
whole bearing is one of alertness 
and readiness.

His mental process is lightning- 
like. He thinks like a flash and 
goes all around his subject in less 
time than many a man would take 
to study one side. Yet he does 
not jump to conclusions, and there 
are times when he is very deliber­
ate. He reasons to his determina­
tions, and whatever his personal 
preferences or beliefs or feelings he 
can dissociate them entirely from 
his work. His logic machine is ab­
solutely sound and in the finest or­
der. It turns out conclusions with 
mathematical precision. The 
sharpest critic he has can hardly 
find one point in the long record 
made in ^lauila Bay where he can 
put down his finger and say, ‘^Tliere 
Dewev made a mistake.”
