Danville Leaf Tobacco Warehouse
Company, that mugh-talked-of
trust, is now practically fixed.
There were rumors of a hitch in
some of the arrangements that
might make the attempt to consoli-
dateall the leaf tobacco ware-
houses of Danville under one man-
agement a failure. These fears on
the part of two or three of the Dan.
ville men interested grew out of
some minor complication in the
situation of the affairs of one of the
houses proposed to ybe taken into
the company. This complication
has now been straightened out and
the deeds to the purchased proper
ty and the contracts for the leased
houses were forwarded today to
the Produce Exchange Trust Com-
pany, in New York, which will
hold thesame until the stockhold-
ers shall comply with the terms of
theagreement, that is, pay in the
one million dollars.

Now that the whole matter is
settled beyond any possibility of a
a failure, except by the interposi-
tion of a maracle, the company is
making known by degrees itsplans
and purposes and the more they

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WASHINGTON LETTER.

From Our Regular Correspondent. !

Washington. D. C., July21,

The refuszl of the administration
to take any notice of the courage-
ous exposure by the newspaper
correspondents at Manila, of the
deception practiced upon the peo-
ple of this country by Gen, Otis in
his official dispatches and of the
ext'raordinary tactics employed by
him to prevent the truth being
cabled by the correspondents, is a
tacit acknowledgement that the
deception has been carried on with
the knowledge and approval of the
administration. This attitude of
theadministration has been harshly
eriticized by prominent republicans
aswell as by everybody else. If
the exposure had been made by one
correspondent it would have been
right enongh to say that it might
have been inspired by personal
prejudice, butit was signed by
every prominent correspondent at
Manila, including those of the As-
sociated Press, which furnishes pa-
pers of all shades of polities, and
moreover it merely confirmed-what
was known to many for months
past. If the administ ration enjoys
its present position, its opponents
ought to raise noobjection, as it is
making anti-MeKinley votes by
thoysands.

Secretary Alger has told Mr. Me-
Kinley what hehad previously told
severybady else—that his resigna-
tion. which accompanied the infor-
mation, might take effect at his
pleasure. That was no news toMr,
MeKinley and has not relieved his
embarrassment a bit. Members of
the Cabinet are not ia the habit of
refusing to resign when asked by
the President to do so. The only
man who ever did so was Belknap,
who had to be kicked outof Grant’s
cabinet.
