SIDfc COMBS NOW A NECESSITY.

A Boston paper recen tly  announced 
the  sale of a oopy o f  H eyJyn’s Cosmog­
raphy, published in 1677, and s ta ted  t h a t  
it  was the  only copy of th e  work extant. 
This assertion, however, is not true, for 
Mr. B. A. Kent, of th e  firm of Kent (Sr 
Stuohficld, of this c ity , has a copy of 
ti;;'-; valuable work in an  excellent sta te  
of preservation. I t  w a s  given him by 
his father, and is a valued heirloom in 
the family.

The bock, as its na m e  implica, is a ge­
ographical history o f  the  world, w r i t ­
ten by Peter  I leylyn and  published in 
London, according to the  title page, 220 
years ago, by Andrew" Clark for Philip 
ChctWind and Anne Seile. I t  is n large, 
s trongly  hound volume, prin ted in old- 
fashioned English, and  d iv idedin tofour 
books. *

The  first book con ta ines  the chirog- 
raphy and history of I ta ly ,  the Alpine 
provinces, France, Spain  and Britain, 
with the  isles thereof; t h e  second book 
of Belgiiim, G erm any, Denmark, 
Swethland, Muscany, Poland, Hungary , 
Dalmocia, Dacia, Greece, w ith  the isles 
Iherecf; the th ird  book Greater and  
Lesser Asia and all p rincipa l provinces, 
kingfloms seas and isles; while the  
fourth and last book re la tes  to Africa 
and nil th e  principal kingnioms, prov­
inces and isles, and America. T he spell­
ing of the  above name.s is given a t  in the 
book.

The rao.st in te res t in g  portion of th e  
work is th a t  re la t in g  to America, of 
w’hich comparatively l i t t le  was known 
at that time. In th e o p e n in g c h a p te rh c  
bounds i t  as follow.s: America, th e
fourth  and lafst p a r t  of  the world, is 
bounded on the east by th e  A tlantic  
ocean and Virginian seas, b y  which it is 
parted from Europe and  Africa, which 
St as the mariners call th e  Mare xlel 
Xoordt; on the w es t  by  the Pacific | 
ocean, which m arinera  call hfare Del 
Zur, which divides i t  f rom  Asia; on the 
south by what is a  p a r t  of Terra Au.*»- 
tra lis  Incognita, f rom  w'hich it  is sepa­
rated by a long and  n a rrow  s tre igh t 
called the  S tre ig h t  o f  Magellan. The 
north  bounds cf it h i th e r to  not so well 
discovered th a t  we can certainly affirm 
it  to be island or con tinen t .’*

I t  will be seen by t h e  above th a t  Aus­
tra lia  was believed to  reach to th e  
S tra its  of the Magellan. * -

The maps, wiiich a re  dated  1663, are  
very complex and covered with a m ulti-  i 
plicity of names. The contour of 
South America is g iven very accurately, 
but th a t  of Xorth A m eiica  is scarcely 
recognizable. Tlie M assachusetts , and 
Virginia, and F lorida coast.s are fairly 
good and  many of th e  names of capes, 
rivers and towns a re  th e  «ante which 
they now have. However, the Gulf of St. 
Lawrence hs shown to  ex tend from the  
ocean along the  n o r th e rn  edge of New 
England to a point a b o u t  where Chica­
go now' stands, and here  nearly joins 
the  sou thern  point of IIudson’.s bay. 
The g rea t  lakco are  not designated. 
Santa Fc, N. M., is placed on abou t 
the same latitude as New England, 
while California i.s th e  name given to 
whoi is now known as Lower Cnlifor- 
nia, and Is reprcseiite<l as a g rea t  
island, its iiorihern end  extending up 
in to  the  Terra  Incognita .

l icy iyn give the  general name of 
Peruana  lo  tiu- n. r th c rn  iind Mexicana 
to tthc southern con tinen t .  IGs maps 
display a tendency to  rt'ck’essness in 
the profU: ion ¿ f g re a t  rivers indicated, 
m any as  large as th e  Nile and flowing 
complacently tI<rough the  m ountains 
and valleys alike.

According to thl.«'work the scheme of 
a  canal to <i.it Gu* Igthmu-s r.f Panama 
\va.s conceived at th a t  early dale. He 
says: “Some have th o u g h t  of tiirnin.r 
these two pcr.i!'-'=r.lns in to  p rf'*et islands 
by <*utting th n  ir^h th e  i.stlumis. (h'l- 
ta in  it is th a t  mnny have nmiionfd to 
the eouneil of Fpain to  do this, aud 
th u s  bhorten the voyagt* to China and 
Malueca.”

The rea.sons given fo r  not undcrtak- 
in g th e  scheme were e i th e r  laek of m on­
ey or danger f tn giving pirate.s. too 
good an oppoi' in ity . With fine sar- 
ra.sm ITcylyn r. ¡¡I.s th a t  ppohnbly they 
did not de.sire t > e n d an g e r  the lives of 
the few rcm n in irg n a t iv i  tin y hud p e r ­
m itted to live by p u t t in g  them to 
work.

In the role of a .Munchausen Ilcylyn is 
n success. He n.ssert.s th a t  the land i.< 
“b le s tw i th  such an abuiulnnee of gold 
tha t  they find in m any  of the mines 
more gold tV.nn ea r th ,"  and th.it the na­
tives, not regarding it greedily, ex ­
change it for iron implements. He 
also s ta tes  that the m ost valuablA gems 
are found in abnndnniH»; that t h e l t n d  
is plentiful of spires and fruits, and 
such creatures  os the  old tvorld never 
knew. Among th e  la t te r  are “hog* 
with talons sharp as razors and the 
navel on the ridge of th e i r  baefc».’* Man v 
other equally s trange  and terrible creti- 
tures are described.

Of the native* he asserts  that the ir  
religion is Idolatry, o r  worse, and their  
chief god the devil, whom  they call 
Menitto.

T hey Are Made in  C ostlj. S h ell and  Amher for  W om en o f  W ealth .
Despite the fuet th a t  small side combs 

fo r  the  hair come in  such  cheap 
im ita tions  at p resent,  and a re  so un i­
versally worn as to be positively com­
mon, they are an absolute necessity 
fo r  th e  prevailing mode of h a i r  dress­
ing. It is impossible to m ain ta in  the 
b ro ad  effect at the side, which is de 
r ig u e u r  to-day w ithou t the aid of these 
combs, and though a fashionable wom­
an cries put aga ins t a fashion which 
can be .«o easily copied by her  less fa­
vored gi.sters, f rom  a money point of 
view, she has no a lte rna tive  b u t  to ac­
cept the side comb, though in such a 
.style and at such a price as to render  
i t  inaccessible to the  woman whose 
pocket-book is not well filled.

The large jew elry  stores, whose pa­
t ro n s  are  am ong the  F ou r  Hundred, 
have showcases filled with  these beau­
tifu l little combs, and im p orte rs  and 
m an u fac tu re rs  are  constan tly  devising 
new styles, new m ethods of decoration, 
new  shapes and new m aterials , from  
gold to shell.

T he  latest and m ost popular  combs 
a re  small, of shell amber, and hand­
somely decorated w ith  nnely cut steel. 
Som etimes the steel is m erely a n a r ­
row band  of steel; again  it is ara- 
bej5que, or pointed, o r  rounded, o r  a se­
r ies of ficur-deMis o r  clover leaves. The 
var ie ty  is limitless, and as they are  ex­
pensive and n o t  very  easily copied in 
a cheaper comb, they  are  considered 
very chic.

T he  m atron  o r  m aiden possessing a 
s lock-of  unset gem s has  her  combs 
gold^or silver set w i th  precious stones, 
and  m any  wmmen who are  known to be 
the  ow ners of beau tifu l jewels and who 
w oiild never be suspected of w'earing an 
im ita tion  gern buy the  almost perfect 
co u n te rp a r ts  of th e i r  real gems, w^hieh 
a re  shown in the shops, in o rder  to p re ­
serve the ir  more expensive combs. 
T hey  urge in explanation th a t  the 
combs are so apt to fall out of the soft, 
fluffy rolls of hair.

A m ber combs ju s t  at pre.sent seem to 
be m ore  in favor than  the d a rk e r  shell, 
especially for a wom an w ith  moder- 
atel}' l ight or real blond hair. The most 
up-to-date ones are  studded w ith  col­
ored stones for evening wear, and if 
carefu lly  chosen to harm onize o r  con­
t r a s t  w i th  the color of the h a i r  these 
b r il l ian t o rnam ents  a re  ver}' becom­
ing.—Chicago Tribune.

Quite satisfactory  ru g s  m ay be kn jt  
or  sev.n together from  rags, bu t th e  
m ost  durable  rag  ru g s  are  those woven 
wiiji war]). Old ing ra in  carpets, woolen 
good ? of any kind o r  dfscrlptioii  may 
iu‘ woven iuio rugs  o r  carpeting . Ex- 
cc l in i t  rag  carpets  are  also m ade out 
of cotton. Colton carpets  of th is  kind 
are nmre durable th a n  those made of 
wool, and tliey a rc  lighter. The dust 
can bv" : haken out of thein more readi­
ly, and ii nece.saary they  can be p u t  
in to  a  w ash ti iband  thoroughly  cleaned. 
T hey  are, thorei.ire, more useful ilian 
woolen rag  carpets  iu the  kitchen. Cot­
ton rags  .should be c u t  about an  inch 
or  th ree-quarte rs  of an  inch wide. I t  
make.s considerable ditrereuce w hether  
th ey  are  cut evenly, h’hey may be cut 
on  th e  bias or .straight. Almofit every 
housewife unders tands  how to cut rag’s 
fo r  npgs. These s])ecial directions are 
given for “a subscrilier" who asked for 
th em : Woolen rags should be cut con­
siderab ly  narrow er th a n  cotton. Thin­
n e r  woolen rags a re  out about three- 
q u a r te r s  or half an inch wide, heavy 
coat ings  narrower, though  they must 
n o t  be so narrow th a t  they will pull 
a p a r t .  Sew rags to ge the r  firmly. Good 
linen thread should be used to sew them, 
or luNivy cotton.

Silk rags make very pre tty  portieres. 
These  curta ins  are  woven with  linen 
warp, and the weaver who provides this 
war]) will charge about 05 cents  a  yard 
for his  material and work. In a  very 
sho rt  time scraps of ribl>ons, necktie.s 
and old silk gowns accumulate. They 
can be eut into ra g s  al>out the  width 
of eotton  and the ponnd.s grow. It re­
qu ires  about five pounds of silk rags 
l<) m ake a curta in  a yard  and a half 
\vid(‘ by th n s '  and a half long. White 
r ibbon  and silks of light colors work in 
well in the “hit and  miss" p a t te rns  in. 
which the eurtaiiUH are  woven.—N. Y. 
Tribune.
