The hnrricane that visited Porto
Rico the latter part of the past
week left ruin and devastation in
its wake. Secretary Root has sent
an appeal to the cities of our coun-
try for aid for the sufferers. Re-
lief is being hurried forward to
them.

Raleigh Aldermen passed an or-
dinance that no signs should swing
or project over the sidewalks. An
injunction was sued againstthe en-
forcement of the ordinance, and in
granting the injunction the cityau-
thorities were restrained from in-
terfering with the signs until the
validity of the matter can be deter-
mined in the courts.

One of thearguments used against
the adoption of the proposed suf-
frace amendment is that there would
then be taxation without represen-
tation, and that no man ought to
be taxed unless he is allowed to
vote. Those who use this argu-
ment allege that it would be very
unjost and a great hardship on any
negro to make him pay tax and not
allow him to vote. And yet these
men, who think this so unjust,
never saya word against making
white men pay taxes to educate the
children of negroes, who pay no
tax! .

There are many persons now who
pay taxes -ind yet canaot vote.
There are many widows and other
ladies who own property, who, of
course, are not allowed to vote.
There are thousands of young men
between eighteen and twenty-one
years old, who cannot voteand yet
have to payatax by working the
public roads, And there are oth-
er grown white men who pay taxes
but cannot vote; such, for instance,
a8 unnaturalized residents of the
State. This last point was decided
last week by Treasurer Worth in
apswer to the inquiry of the regis-
ter of deeds of Martin county, who
wrote the Treasurer asking him the
following question:

“Is it legal to charge unnatural-
ized citizens who have been resi-
dents of a connty many years with
apoll tax "

Oux State constitution in section
L. of article V. says that “The
General Assembly shall levy a cap-
itation tax on every male inhabi-
tant of the State over twenty-one
and under fifty years of age.”
Therefore every male inhabitant
between those ages, whether he be
nunaturalized or native, must pay
the required tax, although if un-
naturalized he cannot vote, And
what is done with this poll tax?
The answer to this is found in sec-

~ tion 2 of article V., of our State con-

stitution,which says ‘‘The proceeds
of the State and county capitation

| tax shall be applied to the purpose |

of education and the support of the
poor.”’ \

Most of the negroes who will be
disfranchised by the proposed

ty but only on the poll, and ALL
their poll tax is expended for the
education of their children and the
support of the poor, so that it is
not so great a hardship on them to
require them to continue doing‘this
even if they cannot vote.—Pittes
boro Record.

Convicts Whe Wenr Them In the
Penitentiaries of Californin.

There are mon in the penitentiaries
of California who fAre favored with
red shirts, but they are not made par-
ticularly happy thereby. ;

When a conviet has once worn the
crimson shirt, (yp, hopes as ardently as
a conviet can hope for aiything that
the warden will never make him wear
it again. It means that he has tried
to escape aud failed. e

But thiat is not all Henceforth he
is a degraded man in prison circles.
His time credits are gone. Solitary
confinement, dungeons and bread and
water may be his portion. IHe is
watched, suspected Dby the officers,
pointed out and “explained” to visitors
and newcomers. Among the 700 con-
victs in the jute mill his rea back may
be distinguished at a glance. If he be
away from there a moment, the guards
know it. Then the prison bell rings,
the officers assemble, bloodhounds are
unchained, and the hunt begins.

Some of the red shirters at Han
Quentin are among the most daring
fellows that ever scaled a prison wall,
and every man of them has run the
gantlet of guard and CGetling gun. Any-
body in stripes who breaks for liberty
is liable to be riddled with lead within
60 seconds. The conviets know this,
but they also know that beyond the
gray stone walls there are green hills
and deep ravines and—possibly—free-
dom. The man who is sentenced to die
on a prison cot is willing to stake his
life for liberty. His days and nights
are spent preparing for the game. If
he wins, the “cons” he leaves behind
are jubilant, and many are the tales
of pluck and luck they will tell. In
memoriam.
