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Bridge Collapses.
SECTION OF DRAW GOES 

DOWN IN RIVER.

Five Workmen Fall With It. 
One Drowned»Miraculous 

Escape oí Four.
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AS WE WILL MOVE TO OUR 
GREAT BIG LARGE STORE 
m  A FEW DAYS.
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A little pasfcj nine o’clock this 
morning Greenville was 'greatly 
excited by parties coming up town 
and reporting that there had been 
a collapse at thé bridge and sever­
al persons killed or drowned. 
Hundreds of people hurried to the 
scene and found that a terrible ac­
cident had occurred, though not so 
bad as ha'd been tirst indicated by 
the reports.

For a week or two repairs have 
been in progress on the bridge 
across the river, the principal work 
at present being the building of a 
new draw. -The draw was about 
completed and this morning the 
hands were testing it. They run 
it forward and back a time or two 
to see if it worked well and then 
closed it. The swinging end hung 
a few inches too low to rest on the 
cap sill on the opposite side. Capt. 
J. T. Smith, who was in charge of 
the force, took four colored men, 
Haywood Lang, Irvin Joyner, 
Charlie Williams and John Wors- 
ley, and went out on this swinging 
section over the arch to tighten the 
iron rods, or “hog chains” as they 
called them, so as to raise the end 
enough to go on the sill. While 
tightening the chains they parted, 
leaving all the strain on the tim­
bers, and the heavy weight broke 
the draw in two. A long section 
of it came down with a crash and to­
gether with the five men was hurled 
into the river, some twenty-five 
feet below, where the water was 
twelve to fifteen feet in depth.

Part of the draw turned com­
pletely over in the fall, but fortu­
nately for the men they struck the 
water first and sank deep enough 
to keep the timbei*s from striking 

i them. Four of the men rose to 
the surface, and two of them swim­
ming ashore and the other two to 
lloatiug parts of the draw, were 

¡rescued without receiviug auy iu- 
!jury. .John Worsle>, less fortu­
nate than the others, was drowned.

Capt. Hmith sjiy.s he went head 
first to the bottom of the river and 
Haywood Lang says he also struck 
l)ottom. How auy of them es­
caped is almost miraculous.

It is the second accident Irvin 
Joyner has been in, as he was one 
of the workmen on the Bernard 
Hooker pri/.e house wheu that 
building (X)llifcpsol a few years ago.
