This illegible letter w'riting is 
especial ly a sou rce of great an uoy- 
ance in 1 lie newspaper office, where 
IcUersare received daily from per­
sons w’ilh whom the editor or the 
men in the business department are 
not personally acquaiuted. I t is 
not uncommon for letters iniciided 
for piiblicalion to go into the waste 
busker because the editor cannot 
make out the names of the writers, 
and is, therefore, left without any 
means ofascertainiiig thereliab 'lity  
of the correspoutlenis. And it is 
not uncommon to receive letters on 
the inliiiiie va’ iely of subjects 
about wliich newspaper leaders ad­
dress the editor for informal ion, or 
for some 1 iiul oJice to the w’’ iters 
in wiiieb tiie signatures are utierly 
niiinlelligible. This is unpu.don- 
able negligence, and every Ic ttc - 
Wiiter siionld be specially carcu 1, 
wben addressing any one, to w« lie 
lliesigim iu'e so plainly that none 
could mistake i l .

('on espcmdcnts who w iiteio ed’- 
tors for pnlhieation should observe
