Much interest is felt in Washing-
ton pver the changes that are tak-
ing place in Democratic policies.
Towa has shown the way to the

=| Democracy of other commonwealths

and the platform adopted will like-
ly be the key-note of the coming
campaign. The spirt of the Iowa
Democratic Convention was ad-
mirable. Itsticket was beyond re-
proach, and its meetings harmo-
nious. While made up of former
free silver advocates and gold bugs
both elements of the Democratic
party sunk their personal differ-
ences of opinion in an effort to
bring about unity. And that they
succeeded, is shown by the favora-
ble comments that are pouring into
the National Democratic head-
quarters in Washington. The an-
nouncement from New York that
Judge Augustus Van Wyck will
not permit his name to be used as a
Democratic candidate, isa recog-
nition of the trend of events toward
full Democratic union. Van
Wyck’s action was taken at the in-
stance of no man, but was in rec-
ognition of the fact that Mr. Bryan
is the man of the hour for the
Democracy, and that the only way
to win in the next campaign is to
lay aside personal ambitions,
smooth over differences and present
a solid front to the enemy. The
next National Democratic Conven-
tion will find the party united and
aggressive, and with it in that
shape, there is scarcely any doubt
that victory will follow. When-
ever united ina common cause,
Democracy has always prevailed.

Republicans have troubles of
their own, and they will not [enter
the next campaign with the same
elements united as in 1896, The
Anti-Imperialists in the East are
talking of forming a party of their
