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THE STORM.

Further Report ofthe Disaster,

i

In closing a long account of the
storm on our coast last week the
New Bern Journal says:

Reports tell that the whole coast
linebasbeen greatly damaged by the
sweep of the gale and tide. All
around Ocracoke the lines have
been  shifted. The water now
comes up to the front of Hotel
Ponder. At Oregon inlet an open-
ing has been cut through and at
Whalebone inlet in Core sound
there is now ten feet of water where
it was formerly dry. At Nag’s
Head a channel is cut;through be-
tween the hotel and the cottages
three quarters of a mile long. At
Little Kennekeet and Big Ken-
nekeet twelve dwellings have dis-
appeared, There was much de-
struction over in Hyde county by
tideand winds, the crops suffering
severely and the low lands flooded.

Of the loss of property at Ports-
mouth and Ocracoke, it can be
said that not a house escaped more
or less damage. There was injury
to fiftyldwellings and stores at Ocra-
coke and the Methodist Church
South building was entirely destroy-
ed and the M, E. Church North
was wrecked, Hotel Ponder lost
its rear verandaand the porch on
ithe front was broken up, and all
fthe kitchens washed down and the
pier has disappeared. The lay

Huntsvﬂle Cotton Mxll, a,nd oper-
ates at the same place one of the
largest ginning plants in the coun-
try. He hasbeen using the round-
lap bale for two years, and expects
to put up 8,000 to 10,000 bales of
500 pounds each during thecoming
season, Mr. Pratt has also organ-
ized companies for building two
very large roundlap bale plants at
Tuscaloola and Demopolis, Ala.,

and estimates that he will handle at

these two points this year 30,000
to 40,000 bales of 250 pounds each
or the equal of 15,000 to 20,000
gquare bales. In a letter to the
Manulacturers’ Record, giving his
experience with his Huntsville
plant, he says:

“We are ginners and cotton
manufacturers, and operate ten
70-saw gins and four presses. Ior
two years we have operated round-
lap bale presses of the American
Cotton C'o. The first year we han-
dled 2,200 500-poundbales, and the
second year 5,100 500-pound bales.
This year with a good erop in this
vicinity, we expect to put up 8,000
or 10,000 bales, Our experience
has been most satisfactory, both
from a ginner’'s and a manufac-
turer’s standpoint, and the fact
that we have so largely increased
our business s ample evidence that
the planters are well satisfied.
The universal opinion expressed by
all customers is that they are more
than satisfied. Aund why should
they be otherwise? We gin and
compress for $1 and pay the plant-
ers one-eighth cent premium on
their crop, or if we buy in the seed
as is now the rule here, we pay
them on this basis, and they sell
their load and get spot cash for it,
thus saving much laboy formerly
necessary. Under the (ﬁd process
they paid %3 for ginning, made a
trip to the gin with their load gen-
erally had to leave it and wait sev-
eral days for ginning; and then
made a second trip for the cotton
and seed and another trip to mar-
ket. In thespringwefurnish them
seed at thesameprice we paid when
gianing was done, and they ave
then sure of getting good seed for
planting, and only what they want.
