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FROM PAR AWAV LANDS.

W alter Pender W rites an In te r­
esting  L ette r of His Cruise.

Saturday night, 26th, Mr.^D.D. 
Overton received a letter from Mr. 
W . I. Pender, one of the crew of 
U .^ .  S. Marblehead that is now 
on a cruise around the world. Mr. 
Overton turned the letter over to 
Th e  REFLEf'TOR to make some ex­
tracts from, and while it is largely 
of a personal nature there is much 
in it of interest to W alter’s host of 
friends here in Greenville.

The letter was written from Tal- 
cuhuauo, Chile, dated July 15th, 
showing that it required one month 
and eleven days to reach its desti­
nation, having traveled Thousands 
and thousands of miles enroute.

I t bore two postage stamps, one 
yellow in color lor 10 cents and one 
blue for 5 cents. Thei*e was also a 
collect postage notice for 10 cents 
that Mr. Overton had tqpay here.

W alter starts out by speaking of 
ju s t  receiving a letter from Mr. 
Overton and “ Uncle Leon” (Mr. 
L. H. Pender) the night before, 
which letters bore date of May 
26th, and contained the first 
news he had heard from the U nit­
ed States since he left Kingston, 
Jamaica, in March. Seventeen 
letters were awaiting him at Tal- 
eahuano. He says every move 
.now brings him nearer to the “only 
country” in the lan l of the living 
and he longs for the time when he 
can once more greet his friends in 
Greenville. He expects this time i 
to be next spring when he w ill! 
have a three months furlough from | 
March to June. Xow to quote | 
from the letter : * |

We have had a smooth voyage 
so far, could not have wished for 
any better, only we have had very 
little liberty. We had none at all 
in Brazil owing to yellow fever and 
smallpox. xVt Montevideo, Ura- 
guay, was our first, and there we 
lost twenty-two men, but we leiiru 
that the ^loutgomery picked most i 
of them up. She is coining on our 
same route.

Ui*aguay is a pretty country, also 
Brazil, but most of Argentine is 
desolate and the lower part iji test­
ed with cannibals and heathens. 
Our passage through the Straits 
of Magellun was very exciting. 
The scenery was grand. We stop­
ped at Punta Arenas for (Hial. 
There it was very cold, everything 
covered with snow, in fact all the 
way from Montevideo hcr(*. When | 
we came to anchor for the night, as | 
W’e had to do in both the Straits of 
íMagellon and Smith, some of the

Patagonia Indians W’ould spring up 
from the deep gorges and paddle 
put to see us in their skin boats. 
These boats hail fire in the centre 
around which the dogs would hud­
dle and the children boil water, 
while the men and women begged 
us for clothes, etc., especially to­
bacco and whiskey. (The latter 
was not furnised for I judge some 
on here wanted it worse than they 
did.) They did not look like hu­
man beings—dirty, with black
hair hanging around their shoul­
ders in a million kinks that had 
never seen a comb, and no clothes 
on. We threw them some clothes 
and it was lots of fun to see how 
they would tug to get them on. I 
don’t seqhow they could stand all 
tha t snow and cold. They are the 
laziest cl^ss of people on the globe, 
and nothing more than cannibals.

Chile had a man of war wrecked 
in there not long ago and those of 
the crew who got off in life boats 
had a hard fight w ith  those Indi-
ans, and would never have been
saved but for a German steamer 
tha t happened along ju st in time 
to save them. They W'ould have 
been killed and eateu. It is a 
dangeróus passage through there, 
as the channel is very narrow' and 
high mountains arise from the 
water’s edge, some barren rock 
and others very dense. I t looks as 
if you were in a bay and can’t see 
how' you got in or how' you are go­
ing to get out. That is why the 
ships cannot run a t night. There
are so few' anchorages going
through some 35, 10 aud 80 miles 
apart, that some days we anchored 
ai noon. Xo bottom can be found 
except at these points. Just think 
of the depth of w'ater under you 
aud such high mountains on each 
side w'ith nothing visible but the 
sky overhead. I t is a w'onderful 
passage.

We entered the Pacific at the 
northern entrance of Concovado 
Gulf. For the first twenty-four 
horn’s out w'e had (piite a rough 
time, a heavy sw'cll on the seaj 
causing the ship to roll as if she 
did not intend to return to an even 
keel, w'hileshe could run only half 
speed.

We saw lots of seals through the 
Straits and tine furs at Punta 
Arenas were very cheap.

When we go ashore it would be 
so much more entertaining if w'c 
could talk to the people. I have 
met some one in every place whom 
I could understand. In Monte­
video 1 liad an ohl negro to talk 
for me, he was from Xew Y(U*k. I 
did not succeed so w ell here there-
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fore have been ashore oaly once. 
It is nothing but rain day and 
night and the  country is Hooded. 
Besides there is not much to be 
seen as this is on ly a naval station 
built around the harbor on, the 
mountain side.

It is only a  half hour’s ride by 
rail to Concepcion, so w'e go there. 
I t is quite a  nice little city and the 
trip affords a nice view over the 
mountains, The people have queer 
habits and are very lazy. Houses 
are small, lioor lajd on the ground, 
no chimneys, an oven in the cen­
tre of the room to furnish heat and 
candles for lights. The poorer 
class are d irty  looking and w'ear a 
horse blanket with a split in the 
centre to stick their heads througli 
and let it drop to their shoulders. 
I t  is amusing to , See the big ox 
carts, a man walking in front with 
a long pole, one end resting on .the 
yoke. W’hich ever way he wants 
to go he puts the pole against the 
ox on th a t side. For $5 of our 
money we get $16.50“of theirs in 
exchange, so you can figure up how 
much it cost me in our money to 
mail this letter.

Tomorrow is Sunday," and I 
know you w ill enjoy a good sermon 
from Brother Watson. Wish I 
could be there as I have not been 
to church since I joined the navy. 
The last sermon I heiird was in 
Greenville and  am afraid I will not 
hear another until I return, Sun­
day is no more than any other day 
with us, except w hen in port, aud 
then W'e have to stand regular 
w'atches.

Yes, I am traveling much this 
yeiir. W e left Xew'York on the 
2nd of March and made a six thous­
and miles cruise through the West 
Indies. Then started out on this 
thirteen thousand miles run aud 
expect to- end that sometime in 
September. Don’t know where we 
w'ill go then, to Manila I suppose. 
AVe leave here on 17th, stop at 
Valpairaso for a day or.so, then 
sail for Callao, Peru, where w'emay 
stay ten days. 1 am going to the 
capital, the ancient city of Lima. 
We may stop at I(iui<iue, Chile, 
and at Fsmeraldas, Bcudor, thence 
a ran to (^nito the capital.

1 am keeping a daily diary so that 
when my cruise is over I can w rite 
it up with all the dates, etc.

In bis le tter Walter mentions 
many of his Greenville friends by 
name and sends his best wishes to 
all. He expressed regret at hear­
ing of our fire (May 4th) and ex­
pressed the hope tlnit the town 
would soon rebuild much nicer than

WASHINGTON LETTER.

From Our Regular corresr^ourtent.

Washington, D. 0 ., Aug. 28,’99

Have we, a sa  people, fnything 
to  gain by joining hands with 
Great Britain in a Napoleonic 
policy of world-conqiiest! Al­
though the administration is at 
present carefully concealing any 
disposition it may have to enter 
upon such a policy, the disposition 
is believed to exist, and that ques­
tion may become a leading one in 
next year’s Presidential campaign. 
In  diplomatic circles it is believed 
that the lirst steps towards such a 
policy have already been taken, 
and that the suspension of Dr. 
Bedloe, as United States Consul at 
Canton, diiua, at the retiuest of 
the government of China, is one of 
them, although it is stated at the 
State Department that the suspen 
siou of Dr. Bedloe was brought 
about by some irregularity in con 
nectiou with his issuing papers to 
an American vessel engaged in 5 ap­
plying arms and ammunition t® 
the Filipinos and in issuing certifi­
cates to Chinese merchants trading 
with the Philippines.

The present attitude of greatness 
4)ccupied by'the United States was 
attained by following from the days 
of Washington a policy of strictly 
attending to our own affairs and 
leaving the people of other nations 
to do the same. The glamour of 
foreign con([uest has turned the 
head of the people ofothei nations 
many times in the past, and a few 
months ago there appeared to be 
danger that Americans would be 
'blinded by the same glamour, but 
thecommoii sense for which .\meri- 
Ciins are renowned, has come to 
the rescue, and our people are 
realizing not only the meaning, 
but the danger of the adoption of 
an imperialistic policy by the 
United States, and present indica­
tions arc that that realization will 
result in a restoration of the demo­
cratic party U) power, and a re­
sumption of the only safe foreign 
policy for this government to fol­
low.

Men^whoatthe beginning sup­
ported the expansion policy of the 
mdministration, are now severely 
criticising the results obtained by 
following that ¡ndiey. For in- 
itance, the Washington Post, which 
has to all intents and puriMKsesl)een 
an expansion sheet, siiys editorial­
ly: “ Fither we have not thegenius 
and the temperament for success­
ful wlonization, or we have l)ceu 
grotesquely unfortunate in the se­
lection of our agenta. It is impos- 
fiible to see at this moment where 
and in what respe<*t we have ac­
complished anything important 
either in ('uba or iu the Philip- 
pinee. In the latter we have un­
dertaken to set up the i-egime of 
law and onler and dvilizatiou, and 
we have Jailed utterly. In the

case of Cuba we have undertaken 
to give the i>eople self-government, 
or at least to test their capacity in 
that line, and w'e have done neith­
er. In the Pnilippines we have 
for six months or more been en­
gaged iu a petty and perfectly fruit­
less war with the natives. In Cuba 
the government consists of a mili­
tary auto(*racy, little if any more 
beneficent than that conducted by 
the Spanish Governor Generals in 
times of peace. In Luzon it is ac­
tual war \ye have upon our hands. 
In Cuba, it is smouldering discon­
tent, turbulence in various parts of 
the island, and a fatuous and fee- 
bl Í tyranny at Havana. ’ ’

Two designs for the new $5 sil­
ver certificate, One having upon its 
face a vignette of Washington, and 
the one of Jefferson have been sub­
mitted to Secretary Gage. It is 
said that a republican Senator 
heiird about this and'at once hu r­
ried to see Secretary Gage to tell 
him not to adopt the Jefferson de­
sign, because, if he did, it might 
become knowm as a* democratic 
Dote. Be that as it may, Treasury 
officials say that the Jefferson de­
sign is not lik# l̂y to be adopted.

The prediction that all of the 
35,000 volunteers, authorized by 
Congress would be enlisted, has 
been almost verified. An order 
for the enlistment of one more ad ­
ditional regiment which wdll bring 
the uuml)er of volunteers nearly up 
to the limit, has been issued by 
Secretary Boot, and the new regi­
ment will be composed of negroes. 
The officers will be white men.

Notwithstanding the statement 
of Secretary Gage that the Treasu­
ry would 1>e able to meet all of the 
expenses incidental to the large 
army we are preparing to send to 
the Philippines, in addition to 
other govermeutal expenses, w ith­
out asking Congress to impose new 
war taxes or issuing more bonds, 
expert financiers who have «ireíiilly 
studied the matter, and whose 
opinions are not iutiueuced by po­
litical exigencas, still predict tliat 
more bonds ov more taxes will be 
necessary, and when it is remem. 
bercd that there was a deficit of 
$90,009,000 in round figures, at 
the close of the last fiscal year, the 
prediction seems reasonable, it 
may also be mentioned that special 
agents of the Internal Keveuiie 
Bureau are known to have been 
engaged for mouths in investigat-

How to Stop W orrying. EDUCATIONAL
^^The usual way people set about 

stopping worry is a wjrong one,” 
wiites Mary Boardmau Page in the 
September Ladies’ Home Journal. 
*^That is why it is so unsuccessful. 
If a doctor tells a patieut he must 
stop worrying, the patient is likely 
to say impatiently: *‘0h , Doctor, 
don’t I wish that I  could! But I 
can’t. If I could have stopped 
worrying a year ago I would not 
be ill now!’—all of which is prob­
ably perfectly true. -And the doc­
tor does not always know how to 
help him, because both doctor and 
patient have an idea that it is pos­
sible to repress worry through an 
effort of the will. This is a mis- 
take.‘- I t  is not possible to repress 
worry. You have got to replace it 
with something else.

‘‘Let meilliistrate this by a fig­
ure. Suppose you were to go into 
a completely dark room, wishing it 
to be light. How would you set 
about the work? Would you try 
to ficoop the darkness up in buckets 
and carry it out at the door! Not 
at all. You would ju st open the 
windows and shutters and let in the 
blessed sunlight. You would re­
place the darkness with light. So 
it is with worry. The only possi­
ble way to get rid of it is to replace 
the worry attitude of mind with 
the nou-worry attitude. xVnd this 
can always be done when the per­
son is sincere and patieut iu his de­
sire to bring it about. All he has 
to do is to be passive and let Na­
ture have her own perfect wav 
with him.”
