Says Negroes M ust Go*

Gen. M. Butler, former U nit­
ed States Senator, has w'ritten for 
publication a letter dealing with 
the race problem. It is (*alled forth 
by the recent whipping of negroes 
at Greenville.

“ I am no apologist for lawless­
ness at the hands of any class,”  he 
says, “ but public meetings and de­
nunciation W'ill not cure this dis­
ease. It is in the blood ami w ill 
break out somew here else. You 
must strike at the root to eradicate 
it. The poor white men w ho have 
Ui earn theiv bread by the  sweat of 
their faces cannot compete with 
cheap negro lal>or. To attempt to 
do so impliestheirdegradation and 
ultimate destraetiou or expatria­
tion. One race must go to the 
wall, and with the kindest feelings 
of good to the negro, I must side 
with my ow'n race. Tw'o races can 
not live together in peace, on terms 
of eipml, civil and piditieal rights, 
and the sooner we realize that, the 
bettor for both races.

“ The separation of the  nwes is 
the only solution to the  terrible 
problem. It is very easy for Till­
man ami ot hoi's to denounce the 
hiwlessnes,> of the ‘one gall us, wool 
hat crowd.' bet Mr. 'rillman and 
the others who join him as the 
guardians of the negro put them- 
selvt-i  ̂iu the poor white man’s place 
ami walk between plow handles 
from sun up till sun-dow n iu com- 
l>etition with negro lalnn- at $5 a 
month, a p w k  of meal and thnni 
\m\wU  of baeona week.
