Makes Confession of His Crime.

—

The Coroner’s jury was not long
in finding out the murderer of Capt.
Calvin Baroes, who was shot from
ambush near Wilson Monday
evening. A gun was found near
tae scene of the shooting and the
ownerof the gun testified that he
had loaned it to J.J. Jefferson,who
was a tenant on Mr, Barnes’ farm,
Jefferson was arrested and held for
trial. The evidence against him
was 8o strong that there was talk
of alynching and to prevent this
officers spirited the prisoner away
and took him to Raleigh for safe
keeping. After reaching Ralzigh
Jefferson made a full confession of
his crime.

We take the following confes-
sion from the Raleigh Post:

“Did you really kill Captain
Rarnes ?’ the prisoner was’ asked.

“I shot at him,” he replied,
without the least hesitation. “They
swore this thing on me, and I reck-
on I killed him.

“I have been farming for Cap-,

I had a whole lot of
trouble with him. He has bother-
ed me all the year. He wouldn’t
buy supplies as he promised me,
and refused to help me. He in-
terfered with my hands and has
always given me trouble.

‘“He was the only enemy in the
world that I had. He can’t be
any more. Nobody ever saw any
peace with him. Over five hun-
dred people down there are glad
he is dead. Yes, over five thou-
sand, if all was known. But he
won’t bother anybody else. He
can’t now. He’s a kind ’er leader
in the town.
Barneses and I reckon some of
them is glad, too. He way mean
enough.

“He wanted to mdl\(* my daugh-
ter work in tobacco. I weculdn’t
stand it. I got tired of it all and
I shot at him."”’

“When did it oxcur?”’

“Imet him about dinner and
told him to bring me some cloth
to make my daughters some dress-
e¢. He said he wouldn’t do it.

“That night T met him and ask-
ed him if he had bought the dresses.
Said he hadn’t and wasn’t going
to. I told him I was going to kill
him and shot him.”

“Did you kill him 2’

“T don’t know. They say
dead.”’

“Did Capt. Barnes have one of
his little grandchildren on his lap
when you fired !

“Oh, no! She was sitting on the
seat."’

This iron-nerved man, who seem-
ed to be without reason, wandered
along inrandom conversation: “I
had a brother in the asylum,”” he

gaid, ‘“He ran away.
“Didn’t you know him?!" he

asked.

I told Jefferson that I was talk-
ing to him for publication. ‘‘All
right,”” he said.

Just before leaving Jefferson, he
asked. ‘“Where is Charlie Aywck
I reckon I'll want him to appear
for me at the next hearing.”

The evidence against Jefferson
was complete. It was developed
at thecoroner’s inquest that he bor-
rowed the gun with which he kill-
ed Captain Barnes. The pmoner
refused to make a statement until
he gave his confession to a repre-
sentative of The Post,
