A Death Struggle In Jail.

A dispatch from Asheville says 
that Sunday uight when Jailer W. 
J. Lee weut to turn two prisoners 
from the bathroom to the main cage 
of the county jail, John Moore, a 
negro’who was awaiting trial ou a 
larceny charge, sprang upon him 
and attempted to crush him to the 
fioor. The negro endeavored to 
pinion the jailer’s arms, but the 
ortieer worked one hand free and 
grasped hi.‘ pistol. The negro saw 
the movement and caught the wea­
pon so that, though the jailer made 
three attempts to fire the pistol, he 
could not (Jo so. He gave his hand 
a sudden twist, breakiug the ne­
gro’s hold, and then fired, the bul­
let entering the negro’s left side. 
In spite of the wound Moore tried 
again to throw the jailer, who theu 
fired a second time, the bullet 
entering Moore’s left shoulder. The 
negro fell to the floor aud in half 
an hour was dead. ( ’oroner Sevier
held animiuest, aud the jury reu- 
dcro'i a verdict that Jailer Lee had 
killed .Moore while in the perform­
ance of his official duty and in the 
protection of his own life.

BOARD OP ALDERMEN.

Adopt a New Ordinance and 
Amend Two Others— 

Some Special Taxes 
Repealed-AIderman 

Whitfield Re­
signs.

The Board of Aldermen had 
quite a long and busy meeting 
Thursday night, being in session 
until 1 o’clock.

There were reports from the va­
rious committees and officers that 
showed the work being done in 
their departments.

Chapter 2, section Ifi of the or­
dinances relative to fast driving on 
the streets was amended by adding 
the words “or in a reckless man­
ner.” So those who are careless in 
handling their horses, as well as 
those who drive too fast, will be 
subject to the penalty of the ordi­
nance.

Chapter 2, section 5, relative to 
persons under 21 years of age vis­
iting barrooms, was also amended 
by adding the words “ nor any pool 
Or billiard room. ’ ’ The boys here­
after must not be found in any of 
these places.

The special tax of 110 against 
side shows in connection with a 
circus w'as repealed, so that now 
the whole exhibition is included in 
the one tax of $50.

The special tax of $50 on venders 
of oils from a tank or wagon was 
repealed, aud the Standard Oil 
Company’s wagon was classed with 
drays aud subjected to dray tax 
according to the number of horses 
used.

A petition was presented asking 
that persons boarding boys or girls 
who are attending school within 
the town, aud having,no other 
boarders but pupils of the schools, 
be exempt from the license tax on 
boarding houses. This was grant­
ed.

The following new ordinance was 
presented and adopted:

That all persons owning proper­
ty facing or fronting on Evans! 
street between Third and Fifth 
street^ shall pave the sidewalk in 
front of Ids or her property with 
brick, stone or cement. This shall 
not apply to sidewalks now cover­
ed with plank, except that said 
si(lewalk.s shall not lie repaired 
with plank or timber when pro­
nounced in bad coudition by the 
Street Committee, but shall then 
be replaced by brick, stone or 
cement as above required. Any 
person violatting the provisions of 
this onlinanee shall be lined $5 for 
eaeli day sueh violation continues 
after written notice from theC’liief 
of Foliee or Street Committee.

This ordinanee shall be in force 
from and after its adoption.

Alderman X. H. Whitlield, of 
the Fifth ward, tendered his re­
signation as a member of the Hoard, 
which vv;ts a<*eepted. The election 
of his sueeesHor was postponed un­
til next iu(H‘ting.

The present otliee ustsl by the 
Mayor and also by the Board for 
holding its nuH’tings, lieing in such 
a dilapidated and uninhabitable 
eondition, the Board decided lo 
rent an office clH<*where. A room 
in the upper story of the building 
erected by »l. H. (’herry & C’o. for 
I*’rank Wilson’s store wiis selected.

Ho uwhI to come fnni here, and da 
was a show wntli seeing.' J)at 
was de biggtis’ show on <lis earf 
aho ’uougb.”

The old man hud evidently not 
aeeu a eircus for many years. Kh

derly colored people throughout 
the South like to talk aliout John 
l>obbinson.

“ Read it for youi*self, then,”, 
said the boy. “ I tell you that 
thing says this is the biggest show 
on earth.”

The old man proceeded to spell 
out the big letters. He waded 
through “ Barnum and Bailey,” 
and after a rest began on the re­
mainder of thp sentence:

“ B-i-g-g-e-s-ts-h-o-w o-ne-a-r-t-h 
S-e-p-t. 1.

“ Ikuowed i t!  I kuowed it!” 
shouted the old man, jumping up 
and down in his glee. “ De big- 
ges’ show, ’cept one! Dat was 
John Dobbinson’s !”

One reason for the lack of pros­
perity in the South is shown by 
the following item from a Georgia 
newspaper. “ An old negro man 
living ten miles in the country 
walked to town a few days ago, 
bringing a sack of bones on his 
shoulder, which he sold to Mr. 
Billings for six cents.”

In Charlotte one day this week 
the writer noticed four able-bodied 
negroes who spent an entire after­
noon laboring to get the chorus to 
the minstrel song, ‘ ̂ All I  wants is 
my black 1 >aby back. ’ ’ That seem­
ed to lie their sole object in life for 
the time being.

There are two classes that never 
add anything to the ¡wealth of the 
community: One is those who are 
always out of employment and re­
fuse to work; the other is compos­
ed of men who work but spend their 
time in unprofitable employments.

There is many a farmer or tenant 
who will spend a day fishing and 
never think of his grassy crops; 
and many a business man who will 
spend the day at the base ball 
park and let his store go. Often 
this is legitimate amusement and 
recreation, which is needed.

But when a man will haul a lifty 
cent load of wood into town when 
his time is worth twice that, not 
counting the team or the wood; or 
when a business man spends $2.50 
goiugto New Yorkto buy $1,000 
worth of goods, it does not seem 
that the game is worth the eamlle.

City Cotton Crop—6,ooo Bales.

I reniemlHir during 
the session of the last Legislature, 
when, the bill known as the Goin- 
press Hill was being discussed in 
the eoiumitlee room, a gentleman 
from (ialveston, who was opposing 
the measure, in unwser to a (|ues- 
tion asked by me (one of the (Vnn- 
inittee) how many bales of cotton 
wore made by the (‘onipress(>s in 
Galveston that weretakmi from the 
original bales compr<‘ss(Ml there. 
Me answered‘.Vlxmt six thoiisaml 
bales.’ “ And yet there are those 
who ilnry the American Got ton 
Gompany's Hounillap bale, from 
which there is not one ounce of 
waste and which reiu'hes the mill 
exactly as it leaves the press.

The corn crop for 1899 is now 
roughly estimated at 2,500,000,000 
bushels, exceeding the remarkable 
crop of 1896. A Chicago dispatch 
says that Kansas will lead all, with
340.000.000 bushels estimated; Ne­
braska will have 310,000,000; Iowa
260.000.000, and Illinois, 230,000,- 
000,
