There ts hope for the 
people that takes interest in educa- 
tiou, and this increased interest 
now being shown in the schools in­
dicates that North Carolina is go­
ing to change her position in the 
column of illiteracy as compared 
with other States.

It seems that several churches 
and charitable institutions down 
there (the Knight of Pythias among 
the latter) have bought and own 
valuable property which they rent, 
but the claim exemption for taxa­
tion because the property is owned 
by churches and charitable institu­
tions.
