Fngland’s threatened trouble
with the Transvaal has not hin-
dered the rush of trade in the
Rritish Isles, or impeded India’s
prosperity. Throughout Africa

~ - there is a rush of commerce, while
China, Japan and the Orient arve
exerting themselves to keep up in
, . the prosperous prozession.

The old complaint of ‘‘over pro-
duction”” is not heard in these
days, instead consumers have to
chovk themselves. Great indus-
trial plants have had to shut down
‘because of too much work, and too
Tittle material, Contractors with
government contracts have had to
stop, because of the scareity of ma-
tevial, and this when every plant
possible has been run day and
nmighi (0 produce material for con-
sumption.

Shortage of copper has checked
the electrical industry, alumninm
being substituted as far as possible
to make up the deficiency. New
and projected railroad enterprises
have been stopped because orshort-
ageand the impossibility to pro-
cure materials for construction,

The cry of over production a few
years ago, gzave the politicians the
opportunity to argue that the coun-
try’s monetary system was wrong,
free trade, or protection were to
blame.

And yet the financial system ig
the same, the tariff is unchanged,

: and the fact remains that while
‘ produetion has inereased immense-
ly yet consumption has out dis.
tanced it,
And through it all the city, sec-
tion or State which has not, and is
';‘ not gaining during this season of
prosperity is radically wrong in
