CAVITE, PHILIPPINE ISLANDS,
My DiAR FATHER:

Since writing to mother events
have developed in rapid succes-
gion, hut those events were not of
gpecial interest. At Singapore [
saw somethining of the Chinaman
in his home, for most of the inhab-
itacts there are Chinese. This was
interesting of course, but the Chi-
nese are such dirty people that
there is little pleasure in studying
them. ™hemost interesting new
things I saw in Singapore were
some varietiesof tropical fruits, the
mangosteen and the dorian, The
first is a purple fruit about the size
of an orange.  You cut around it
as though to cut it in half and re-
move the vind and you find a white
pulp that is delicious beyond ex-
pression, The dorian is very much
like 2 pineapple and is said to
have a very delicate flavor, but it
is an abomination to the sense of
smell. It has been called “‘the
king fruit of the tropic¢”’ and it is
certainly strong enough inone sense
to be a king. I mention these little
things because they are character-
istic of Singapore- We left there
on July 10th and stood npthe Chi-
na Sea among the groups of small
- islands, past Borneo, the home of
* the celebrated wild man, and arriv-
~  ed here on the fifteenth, sooner

- than we first expected. We are
anchored off Cavite, five miles be,
low Manila,on the scene of the bat-
tle of May 1st. One of the wrecks
in plain sight from our anchor:

give you any views of the place.
However, I have talked freely with
a number of officers and it is quite
evident that there is a lot of fight-
ing yet to be done after the rainy
season is over, and the Navy will
come in for a share.
