The Damagf Was. $aoo,ooo.
The North Carolina section of 

the climate and crop service of the 
Weather Bureau, which Wiisissued ¡' I
yesterday, gives the following sum- . 
mary of the damage resulting from 
the recent huricahe which s^ ept 
through the Sbite :

^^The wind reached a maximum 
velocity of 70 miles from the north­
east at Kitty Hawk, but only 43 
from the southeast at Wilmington.
The damage in the interior con­
sisted chiefly in the uprooting of 
trees, destruction of fences and 
frail structures, with minor injury 
to uugathered crops. From all 
accounts there appeal’s to have 
been only one life lost, but th'e 
damage to property was very great, 
a conservative estimate placing th*» 
loss at over $200,000.

‘‘One steamer, the Catheiiue 
Whiting, was wrecked (loss $28,- 
000) and ten other vessels, mostly 
small schooners, were destroyed or | today, 
driven ashore and kidly damaged.
At Fort Caswell (mouth of Cape 
Fear) government property was 
much damaged; tide reached 5 
feet above high-water mark. A t 
Southport the tide was very high ; 
dwelling houses and stores were 
damaged; the quarantine station 
lost its wharves. Some vessels 
were driven ashore (loss $12,000). 
Wilmington reported the highest 
tide since 1893, and the river came 
over the wharves and flooded Wb- 
terand Nutt streets; the damage 
to property at wharves was con­
siderable. A t AYrightsville the 
tide was 8 feet above high-water 
ma‘rk ; over twenty cottages and 
club houses were destroyed and the 
remainder injured (loss $25,000).
A trestle on the Wilmington Sea- 
cuast Railway was washed away 
(loss $50,000). A t Caroliua Beach 
most of the cottages were destroy­
ed (loss $8,000). Along the Cape 
Fear river wharves at various 
plantations, lishenuen’s hnts, and 
domestic animals weresweptaway; 
rice fields -were Hooded, and in 
some eases riee ready for Ihresiling 
was deslroyeil. Morehead (Mty, 
Beaufort and New Bern siiflered 
inneli uainai;e. The heavic.st loss 
at New Bern was cause» 1 in the 
dtM'k warehouses at the (ooi of 
Craven street; cellars and wlnirves 
were Hooded, many tons of salt.
Hour, sugar and lime being dost rov­
ed, and after the storm tlie river 
was full of floating cotton, Ininber, 
logs and fire wood (loss $4(),00fi).
