A prosperous saloon keeper has the ground floor, and, of 
course; bis rent Is guaranteed.The floors atiove are rented for sweat­shops. One man hires a floor and sub­lets each window to a man to work by. If at any time he shows signs of run­ning behind with his rent a dozen win­dow tenants are eager to take the con­
tract In his place.The windours rent for $5 each. This gives the man who hires the whole floor his window free, or sometimes a little more than that The windows in this particular building are especially sought after, because there is a freight 
elevator, by which the heavy cloth gar­ments can he hoisted and let down from the various stories. It runs by hand power, but even then it is far bet­
ter than carrying the heavy burdens on the back.—New York Press.
