Women will be employed both 
as enumerators and as clerks in the 
con^pilation of the census of 1900, 
and the bureau expects that num­
bers of them will apply for these 
positions. Women were first em­
ployed in this labor in 1880. At 
that time the head of the census 
bureau was the late Gen. Francis 
A. Walker. All the rules and 
regulations for the taking of the 
census of 1880 were so drawn that 
there was no discrimination on ac­
count of sex. As a consequence 
mauj" women were employed 
throughout the country as enumer­
ators, one woman in a western dis­
trict making a record in the num­
ber of names she obtained in a 
thinly settled section. In 1890 
women attain found occupation as 
clerks and as ceusiis-takei’s, 
though the fact that women were 
eligible to those positions was not 
widely known.—Washington Dis­
patch.
