Tobacco Growers’ Convention.

Raleigh, Dec. 6.—About 100 to-
bacco growers were present at the
convention today, and steps were
taken to perfect the organization
of the North Carolina Tobacco
Growers’ Association.

Every tobacco county is called on

to hola a county convention on the’

first Monday in next January to
select five delegates ecach to the

Btate convention to be held in Ral-
eigh on January 17th.

The tobacco planters say there is
plenty of evidences of the fact that
the great decline in tobacco to the
present low prices is due to the
American tobacco trust. The main
purpose of the association is to de-
vise plans to fight the trustand ob-
tain better prices for tobacco.

There were quite a number of

speeches and much discussion, dur-"
ing which some opposition was
manifested toward the tobacco
warehouse system of selling. One
plea suggested was to form a trust
by the farmers and establish fac-
tories to manufacture all their to-
bacco .

My DEAR FATHDR.

When I last wrote we expected
togo up to Lingazen Gulf for a few
weeks, but something else turned
np. The very next day we heard
that onr guuboat Urdaneta had
been captured by the irsurgents,
and we were sent out to investi-
gate. We found it to be sadly
true, for near the mouth of the
[rani River we found the wreck.
Her captain, a Cadet, and most
of her crew were killed and the
remainder captured. So last Sun-
day we went over with several
small gnoboats to recapture the
ilk of the'Urdaneta, and to in-
flict punishment.
and captured the town of Irani,
the insurgents, after sliznt resis-

lance, taking to the hills. Taen
we raised the Urdangfa, and none

of our men were hurt. I expect
you will read of this in the papers
before you get this le‘ter, but you
will not think then that I was in
thecrowd that went to investigate
and to punish.
