Washington, Dec 9.—The North 
Carolina dd^ation in the House is 
a unit in endorsing Hon. John H. 
Small,for a place on the River^and 
Harbor Committee. It has been 
years since the State had a mem* 
her on the important committee. 
Some of the ablest men in .fornier 
delegations did not desire to serve 
on this committee because the large 
appropriations usually voted to the 
various States were denominated 
^̂ stealŝ  ̂and our best men fought 
shy of the very i^ppearance of evil. 
Now however, things have changed. 
The need of a, Merchant, llfcirjine, 
the extension of our railroad facili* 
ties and the growing industries of 
the South make it important that 
the rivers should be made naviga­
ble as far inland as possible and 
that the harbors should be im­
proved and deepened. The coast of 
North Carolina ioclnded within 
Mr. SmalPs district is one of the 
most dangerous in the world. It

pnts out at a point almost midway 
in the ocean road way which carries 
our coastwise commerce. Hatteras, 
an ever-present menace to naviga­
tion, is a part of his constituency. 
Realizing the importance of having 
special attention paid to this sub­
ject, the Wilmington Chamber of 
Commerce has sent resolutions here 
asking Mr, Bellamy to urge Mr. 
SmalPs name before the speaker for 
a place on this committee. Real­
izing what the State needed in this 
particular, Senator Ransom had a 
place on the Senate committee on 
commerce—which corresponds to 
the River and Harbor Committee 
in the House for years. He was 
once chairman of the committee on 
commerce and no man knew better 
than Senator Ransom what North 
Carolina wanted and needed. I 
sincerely hope Mr. Small will be 
placed on this committee.. No man 
better understands the needs of the 
coast,than he does. His record for 
honesty and fair dealing precludes 
the possibility'of his asking for 
more m on^ than can jjadicious-
ly expended on our rivers and har­
bors.
