They went across the field to the
woods lying between the farm and
the river where they divided into
different directions, each searcher
hollering at intervals to see if they
could get a reponse. After awhile
they heard an answering cry from
down in the lowgrounds, and fol-
lowing the direction of the "voice
they found Mr. Joyner lying ina
8lough where the water was nearly
three feet deep. His thigh was
broken near the hip and he  was|
keeping his head above the water
by holding on to a log. He was
nearly frozen from the cold and
almost exhausted when found. His
son took him out to the high land
and sent for a conveyance to take
him home, it then being some after
dark.

Joyner told how he met with the
accident and how horribiy he had
suffered. He had found some tur-
keys and in following them had
started to walk across the slough
on a log, when heslipped and fell.
In the fall his thigh was broken,
but he managed to drag himself up
by the log and thus kept from
drowning. This was a little after
10 o’clock in the morning. He
made repeated outery for help, but
was 80 far frem home or any high-
way that his cries were not heard.
He remained in this harrowing
condition all day, his only hope be-
ing that when his son returned
home he would go to search for
him. As night drew near he had
almost given up in despair when
he heard the calls of those search-
ing for him and answered them.

In the seven hours that Mr.
Joyner was in the slough he suffer-
ed almost the agonies of death.

When he was taken home anoth-
er son, Dr. C. C. Joyner, and Dr.
Charles Laughinghouse were tele-
phoned forandthey hastened out
to render him all possible medical
aid. After about two hours hard‘
work he began to revive and spent
as comfortable a night as could be
expected in his condition. He has
been resting quietly today.
