In all the many comments we 
have seen in northern newspapers 
upon the lynchings in the south 
la ity ea r, we have not seen one 
newspaper that had a  solitary word 
of condemnation for the brutes that 
rape and kill. B ut they have 
much “ goody goody talk” for the 
south and its barbarities in sum-- 
marily making way with incarna­
ted devils that commit the stupen­
dous, awful crimes. The south is 
barbaric in killing brutes, who are 
“ angels”  in human form. Several 
lynchings have occurred already in 
the south, and no doubt many 
more will occur for the “ villains”  
are still “ pursuing” the helpless 
white women. I t  is gratifying to 
know that the north haii been able 
score up but 109, lynchings in 1899 
against 184, in 1895, 170 in 1889 
192 in 1891, 235 in 1892, 200 in 
1893, and 100 in 1897. If this de 
dine also marks a decline in rapes 
and murders the Messenger will re 
joice.—Wilmington Messenger.
