Aiming At The Pa pér Trust, .

e

A special to The Charleston
Post from Washington says:

‘‘Representative Bellamy, who
has introduced a bill in the house
of representatives aimed at the pa-
per trust of the country, is receiv-
ing considerable support. The
bill if passed by congress, would
be a direct blow to this trust,
which has been enabled by the du-
ty tokeep up high prices on paper.
The removal of the entire duty on
wood pulp and the reduction of
the duty on manufactured paper
50 per cent., as the measure pro-
poses, would do much toward
breaking up the present combina-
tion existing. The paper trust, it
is needless to say, is fighting the
removal of the duty on manufae-
tured paper tooth and nail, but the
senfiment in the house in favor of
the passage of the bill is found to
be very great.

“The southern members of con-
gress, including, it is believed, the
entire South Carolina, North Car-
olina, Virginia and Texas delega-
tious, are in favorof Mr. Bellamy’s
measure. Themeasure i8 especial-
ly in the interest of rural newspa-
pers and is receiving a large sup-
port from that quarter. The sen-
timent in favor of the passage
of this, or some bill similar to that
of Mr. Bellamy’s measure, is not
found alone on the democratic side
of the house. At least one repub-
licanin the house, Mr. Tompkins
of New York state, has declared
himself in favor of the removal of
the duty on wood puip. He
goes further even than does the
proposed measure of Mr. Bellamy,
and says he would like to see the
entire duty on paper, manufac-
tured, removed if possible. Other
republicans in the house, some of
them otherwise strong protection-
ists, conmring from the rural dis-
tricts, are being besieged by their
constituents to support the bill,
and many of them are declaring
themselves in its favor, It begins
to look as if the sentiment in the
house might become strong enough
to compel the reporting of the bill
from the ways and means commit-
tee of the house, where it is now
pending, and its passage through
the house of representatives, If

the bill of Mr. Bellamy should pass |.

through the house, a strong effort
would bs made to secure its pas-
sage through the senate.”

New Cure for Appendicitis.

Physiciansareinterested in a new
treatment for appendicitis which
has just been successfuly tried by
Dr. Geo' J. Helmer, of New York.
Heretofore a surgical operation has
attended the jtreatment of such
cases. Dr Helmer does not employ
the surgeon,s knife.

The patient on whom treatment
was tried is a young woman living
in Harlem. Her attending phy-
sicians favored the usual opera-
tion, Dr. Helmer, according to
The New York World, first tried
his plan. This is simply forcing
out the matter which clogs the ap-
pendix by superficial treatmect.

The largest muscle of the human
body, the posas magnus, which is
just back of the appendix, is ma-
nipulated with the hand in such a
way that a spasmodic contraction

Unpaid Insurance Claims.

Insurance Commissioner Young,
is now examining tlte annual state-
ments of insurance companies be-
ing filed with his department.

Under the law the companies
are required to make return of
their unpaid eclaims, but often
this is not done, aud the facts are
not set forth. Mr. Young desires,
therefore, that the holders of such
claims will inform him to the end
that the matter may be investiga-
ted and the insurance companies
not accustomed to pay their claims
may be debarred from doing busi-
ness in the State.—Raleigh Observ-
er.
