As Looked After by the Alders
men - Market Rents Too
High—Shooting air
Guns Must Stop.

The Board of Aldermen met in
regular monthly session, Thursday
night, all but two - members being
Ppresent.

The usual monthly reports from
the different committees were made
the street committee reporting that
owing to the weather only neces-
sary repair work wasdone in their
department the past month, The
lights committee |reported that
more lamps were being asked for
by citizens in some sections of the
town.

W hen the market house commit-
tee reported it was stated that
there was complaint from some of
the occupants that rents of certain
stalls are too high. It isthe custom
to rent the stalls at public auction
to the highest bidder on the first of
the year. It seems that persons
who were envious against the ocen-
pants of certain stalls run the price
up on them, so they had to keep
raising bids in order to hold their
stands. Some of the stalls were
bid off as high as $15 per month,
which is of course out of all reason.
The committee was instructed to
use its disceretion in the matter and
fix the rents at a fair figure.

Jomplaint was made to the
Board about hoys shooting air guns
around town, and the Chief of Po-
lice was instructed to notify the
boys that they must stop shooting
the guns on the streets, and if they
do 8o after being notified to get out
a warrant for them.

The police were also instructed
to go after those folks who have
not paid taxes on their dogs.

There was another application
for permission to start a ‘‘green
grocery’’ at another stand away
from the market mouse, but it was
tabled.

The fire committie together with
the Chief of fire department was in-
structed to arrange a place for
keeping the hand engine and reel,
and permission was given to ar-
range the old Mayor's -office for
this purpose.

The accounts allowed at this
meeting for current expenses were
less that at any meeting in some
time, the aggregate being # 235.

A.—Only such negroesy will be
allowed to vote as can read and
write, or such as are descended
from those negroes who could vote
prior to the Constitution of 1835,
or who have come from States
where negroes could vote before
1867. g

Q.—Will the ameudment dis-
franchise the uneducated whites?

A.—Certainly not. Under it
any white man who could vote at
any time before 1867, or whose an-
cestors (that is, his father, grand.
father,” great-grandfather, ete.)
could vote at any time before 1867,
can register—whether he can read
and write or not—any time before
1908, and will always thereafter
be entitled to vote. This lets in
évery white man and Croatan,
however lacking in education, who
has not been convicted of an in-
famous crime.} .

Q.—Why thisdifference between
the'white man and negro?

A.—Why, bless your soul, it is
a matter of natural understandiug
and capacity. The white man had
more sense and capacity than the
negro, and inherently understands
the duties and responsibilities of
suffrage and citizenship better
than the negro; and the Democrat-
ic party holds that the uneducated
white man eanbe trusted to cast
a more intelligent vote than an ed-
ucated negro.

'THE STORY OF THE 'LOST LODE OF
i GQRE RANGE.

How a Tenderfoot Accidentally Dis-
coveréd This Wonderful Bank of
Gold and Why (e Didn't Enjoy the
Richness Thereof, ;

They woere telling mining stories in
the courthivuse, and Dee Reese, the
lawyer, asked:

“Did you ever bear of the lost lode
of the Gore rauge?”

The other  lawyers sitting around
bim said they had pever heard of it
and then waited for him to begin. Mr.
Reese borrowed a fresh chew, of tobac-
co and told this story: ‘

“Hundreds of experienced and Inex-
‘perienced miners as well bave spent
a great deal of time and money looking
for the lost loide of the Gore range,
and they ‘are searching for it yet.
This famous nfine was found and lost
in the fall of I1806G. A party of men
from lowa visited Routt county, Colo.,
in the fall of 1806 on a hunting and
fishing trip. The party made its
headquarters at Steamboat Springs.
In the latter part of October the party
moved up and went into camp on
Rock creek, in the Gore range of
mountains, which runs through north-
ern Colorado, One of the party was
a druggist, who had gone on the trip
for hi§ health. He knew nothing of
mining. He had been warned by anm
old miner before he left lowa not to be
fooled, as many a tenderfoot had been.
' by what is known as ‘fool's gold,” or
iron pyrites. So this druggist paid no
attention to the rocks, but attended
strictly to his hunting and fishing.

“One afternoon while bhunting for
decr he started a fine buck and fired at
him and wounded him. %The buck fell,
but got up and ran before the druggist
could get to him: Where he fell was a
pool of blood, which showed that he
was badly wounded. The hunter trailed
him by the blood 'spots. on the 'dead
leaves and grass for a mile and there
found where the buck bad lain down
and then rising had gone on again. In
this way the chase continued until
sundown, and then the hunter, whe
was exhausted, sat down on an out-
eropping ledge of rocks to rest.

“In the eanthusiasm of the chase he
bad not noted which way he traveled,
and he realized that he was lost in the
heavily timbered mountains, with
night coming on. He knew it would
be useless to try and find the camp
that night. so he gathered a pile of
dead limbs and kindled a fire against
the ledge of rocks and laid down with
his feet to the blaze and prepared to
sleep,  While lying there he noticed
the rocks sparkled in the firelight. He
got up and examined it, supposing it
was the *fool's gold” he had been warn-
ed agaiust.. But the rock looked so
pretty that he broke off several pieces
and put them in the pocket of his
hunting coat. intending to carry them
back to Iowa with him as curiosities.

"“The next day he wandered all the
forenoon, and then found the Gore
pass road over the range and followed
it to the camp. That very afternoon
a regular mountain snowstorm began,
and the party broke camp, returned to
Steamboat Springs and from there
went east.

“The druggist, whose name | have
forgotten. staid in Denvér for a few
days on his way to his home in lowa.
In the lobby of a totel in Denver the
talk ‘drifted to wining., and the drug-
gist mentioned the specimens of stone
be had found and was taking home.
An old miner never misses a chance to
examine a speciimen and in this group
in the hotel lobby was an old prospect-
or. He asked to be shown the speci-
mens. The druggist went to his room.
fished up the old bunting coat from
the bottom of his trunk and took out
the piece of stone. The miner exam-
ined it closely and exclaimed: !

**Man, that's the richest specimen
of gold bearing quartz [ have ever
geen!'

“The druggist thought at first that
he was being joked with, but at last
the old miner induced him to take the
specimens o Durlingaiue, the best as
sayer in Denver. Burlingame assayed
a piece of the quartg and reported that
it ¥lelded gold at the rate of $17.000 to
the ton  The druggzist was not satis-
fied  He submitted another piece of
the quartz to another expert assayer
and got a report that it yielded gold at
the rate of 515,000 to the ton.

“The druggist returned at once to
Steambont Springs, but there was suow
in the mountains. He went back to
Iowa and returned to the Gore range
the next spring and has speot every
summer since then looking for the lost
lode, aud others have searched for i1,
too, but no trace of it has been found.”
