A New Vegetable Tariff.

The Atlantic Coast Line has an-
nounced thata new tariff will go
into effect next Tuesday, affecting
all classes of vegetables and small
fruits The ratesheet has been is-
sued and shows reductions in all
items. On apples, cabbage, pota-
toes, turnips, onions, squash, cvm-
ling, egg plant, kale, spinach, ctc
the reduction in barrels or bamel
trates is from threeto five cents to
Washington, Baltimore, New
York, Philadelphia, Providence
and Boston. The same reduction
is found on beans, peas, cucumbers,
ete.; also potatoes and cabbage in
bulk On asparagus, in crates,
the reductions are from ten to fif-

teen cents per crate.
