The week closes with the Porto 

Rican situation still undecided. 
Matters, however, are drawing /to 
a focus and it now looks as though 
the Republicans may not dare to 
postpone taking a vote for much 
more than a week longer. The 
chances are steadily increasing 
that the bill will be adopted ex­
actly as it came from the House. 
The Republican Senators would 
like to amend it so as to remove 
fhe duties on goods exported from 
the United States to Porto Rico 
and would like to chuuffe the limit 
to from “ two years” to “such 
time as the Porto Rican legislature 
shall provide for raising revenue 
in place of it.” But the difficub 
ty with this, as with all other 
amendments, is that the bill if 
amended, must go back to the 
House for consideration, and the 
leaders of the latter are very doubt­
ful whether it will again vote in 
its favor, no matter how modified. 
It was adopted by a majority of 
eleven votes only, four Democrats 
being absent and unpaired. If 
they should all be present next 
time and as few as four more Re­
publicans should be led by the 
storm of protest at their homes to 
vote against their party, the bill 
would fail. It may be predicted 
therefore, with considerable degree 
of safety, that the bill will pass as 
it came irom the House—or, that 
it will fail altogether. This last, 
of course, would just suit the beet 
sugar trust.

The Evening 3tar of this city, an 
independent newspaper with strong 
Republican leanings, prints an in­
terview with a Republican mem­
ber of the House whose name is 
concealed for obvious reasons, stat­
ing that the Porto Rican tariff bill 
was strictly a matter of barter and 
sale, a tariff on Porto Rican goods 
being traded forhngecontributions 
to the Republican campaign fund 
this fall. The member says that 
when the bargain was made it was 
not expected that there would be 
such an outcry, and it is now too 
late to back down. The Star is 
not in the least sensational in its 
policy aud its assertious are gener­
ally accepted as true.

Attorney General Griggs has 
optned the bids of ten contractors 
for the construction of the peniten­
tiary at Atlanta aud has thrown 
out one of them—the only Atlanta 
firm biddihg—on the ground that 
it was not invi‘.Ai to bid. None 
of the bids lo; o been made public 
aud the Atiorney General may 
award the Lioutract to the highest 
bidder instead of the lowest, with­
out the public knowing anything 
about it. This disgraceful state of 
aifairs camo about through the 
omission by Gnngress, of the usual 
words r^Hpdiing public advertise­
ment aiid award of the contract, in 
the act appropriating for the pen­
itentiary. How Congress came to 
omit these words, which are invar­
iably included, no one seems to 
know—unless perhaps Mr. Griggs 
or some of the statesmen whose 
constituents he has favored in the 
contracts may be able to tell. Mr. 
Griggs, with his wouderfnl facility 
for technicalities, at once took ad­
vantage of the omissiou aud allow­
ed no contractors to bid except Re­
publicans who could bring strong 
political pressure to bear. It is au 
open sec'ret that it was intended to 
have no bids at all and to grant the 
contract to a (certain Chicago firm 
outright, but there was so much 
protest from other Republican firms 
that eight more were permitted to 
bid. As has b<^u said, a teo^h 
firm managed to get hold of the 
carefully guarded plans and spec­
ifications and submitted a bid, but

this has been thrown out. It is 
dollars to doughnuts that the favor­
ite firm will get the contract after 
all, although, so far as can be learn­
ed, it was by no means the lowest 
bidder.

The Loud postal bill has been 
killed again, this time by the de­
cisive vote of 162 to 119. As this 
is the third time that Mr. Loud has 
been defeated in three successive 
Congresses, it is improbable that 
he will again urge his measure.

The democrats very properly 
claim a large share of the glory in 
defeating the bill, as the negative 
vote was made up principally of 
democratic members.

A Round price for Cotton.
Now is a good iime for the cot­

ton planter to assert his independ­
ence. Europe is short on cotton. 
An amateur operator could see that 
with half au eye. Our con tern po- 
orary calls attention to the fact that 
a tremendous effort was recently 
made by a wall street firm to run 
down the price of cotton by sending 
bear telegrams over the country. 
This was due to the fact that it had 
received an order from abroad to 
purchrs*» 18,000 bales at the lowest 
price bossible. The firm had been 
bulling the market, but this large 
order caused it to turn a summer­
sault. I t’s telegrams had no effect 
and it was finally obliged to pay a 
pretty round sum for the cotton. 
By purchasing on this side, in­
stead of in the Liverpool market 
foreign spinners have been able to 
keep the price down to a lower lev­
el than the situation justfies; but 
they will have to pay for the maneu­
ver in the end.

We agree With the Atlanta 
Constitution that before the sum­
mer is over foreign spinners will 
have to pay a rourid price for the 
staple if they expect to keep their 
mills ruuning.

If the domestic buyer and the 
Southern grower will stand togeth­
er 8 cents is certainly the min­
imum estimate for the price of next 
year’s crop. Advance sales, such 
as have been suggested would pie- 
veut the rush to raaricet early next 
fall aud would place Europe abso­
lutely at this country’s mercy.-— 
New’ York Commercial.
